GEN. MILES IN LONDON.

His Impression of the Greek and
Tarkish Armies.

LONDON, June 15.—Gen. Nelson A.
Miles, who will represent the Unl'ted
States army at the queen's judilee, and
Rear Admiral J. N. Miller, who wi'l rep-
resent the United States navy upon the
same occasion, have arrived in this city.
Gen. Miles, Admiral Milter, their staffs

Butler's Trial Bexins.

SYDNEY, N. & W., June 15.—The trial |
of Frank B. Butler, the Australian, who is
suspected of killing 14 mew and perhaps
many more, began on the charge of mur-
dering Capt. Weller, while prospecting
with him last September near Sydney.
Weller and Preston, a metallurgist, disap-
peared mysteriously, and their bodies
were discovered after a long search by
digging near Sinden. Butler, in the mean-
time, had sailed” for San Francisco under
the name of Weller. On November 27 he
took passage on the four-masted ship
Swanhilda, Newcastle, N. 8. W., his name
appearing in the ship's papers ag Lee Wel-
ler. one of the crew,

Two days after Butler salled the bodies
of the missing men were foupd by a
sheep-herder. Through the mock search
for gold, they had been literally forced to
dig their own graves. Tn the pit they
themselves had made, they were burfed,
with only a few handfuls of earth over
them. The sheep-herder's dog on reach-
ing the vicinity of the rude grave scented
the bodies and brought the herder to the
spot.

The bodies were removed to Sydney,
where they were searched and evidence
was found pointing clearly to Butler as
the murderer.

German Cabinet Changes.

BERLIN, June 15.--The National Zeit-
ung says it is rumored that Emperor Will-
fam wiil receive Prinea Hohenlohe, the im-
perial chancellor, and Dr. Miquel, the min-
ister of finance, in audience. Their con-
sultation is said to be connected with
changes in the Prussian ministry of
finance, the vice presideney of the Prus-
si cabinet and the tmperial homa office,
besides the appointment of a deputy chan-
cellor.

The Times correspondent at Berlin sayw:
The plan appears to be for Dr. Miquel to
resign the portfolio of finance and to re-
place Dr. Boetticher in all the latter's of-
fices. namely, the department of the inte-
rior, the vice presidency of the bundesrath
and the vice presidency of the Prussian
ministry. The significance of such a
scheme lies in the associations of Dr. Mi-
quel, who 1s persona grata to Emperor
William and with Prince Hohenlohe, who
piaced him in practical eontrol of the home
affairs of boih Prussia and the German
empire. It must be borne in mind that the
portfolios of the navy, the foreign secre-
tary and the posimaster general are now
practically without holders. There is room,
therefore, for extensive changes,

Origin of the Ellis Island Conflagra-
tiom Still a Mystery—There Was
No Time to Spare, and It Reguired |
Quick Work to Get the Helplell‘
Patients Out of the Hospital—=Im-
migrants Doa't Like to Give l'.:
Their Baggage, and Have te Be |
Fought Back on the Boat.

hour this morning destroyed the immi-
grant landing station that covered almost
all of Ellis island, causing a property loss
of about $780,000 to the United States. All
of the government records and the bag-
gage of the immigrants was burned. Two
hundred and fifty immigrants were res-
cued from the burning structures and
brought safely to this city. Not one of
them received a burn. There were forty
patients in the wooden hospital bullding |
in the rear of the main structure, who
were carried out just before the hospital
took fire. The cause of the fire is as yet |
a mystery. It started in the east end of
the main structure, which was more than
1,000 feet long and three stories high. The
first floor of this building was almost en-
tirely given up to baggage, while the east-
ern end of the second story was used for
offices. The third story was used as a re-
viewing gallery. The middle and south- |
ern portions of the first two stories were |
used for landing bureaus and detention !
rooms. It was in this part of the bulidings
that mogt of the immigrants were sleep-
ing last night. When Chief Night Watch-
man Burke noticed the fire it was lcking
around one of the towers. He at once
summoned the men employed under him, |
who quickly unlocked the iron gates lead-
ing into the detention room, and areused
the sleepers, who were reposing on bench-
€s and on wire cots, which the bureau pro-
vides. One of the night watchmen was
also sent across the bridge to the women's
dormitory, contained in a-two-story build.
ing, in the rear of the landing depot. They
were hustled down stairs into the yard
in the rear of the landing depot, and then
conducted around the west of the bulld-
ing, and so on to the ferry slip, where
the ferry hoat John G. Carlisle was lying
with steam up.
