The bondholders of the Yakima Invest-
ment Company, owners of the Sunnys'de
canal and about K.OOO acres of the choic-
est land in Yakima county, are about to
tak.» an Important step in the manage-
ment of the property, and one which, if
carried out as now planned, should re-
sult in inducing a large immigration to
« ashington in the near future.

The company was placed in the hands
of Receivers Schulse, Allen and Donald
in IS&4. Since that time the property has
jemained practically at a standstill, wh-.ie
the country around It has b?en develop-
ing and growing In population. If the
aims of the bondholders and of Receivers
Alien and Donald are carried out, the
price of the land owned by the company
Will be reduced to such a figure as to
form a magnet for immigration. The dis-
posal of the lands and locating of set-
tlers will be partially placed in the
charge of the land department cf the
Northern Pacific Railway Company.

Plans for the reorganization of the
company are now being considered by the
creditors.. Those in touch with the com-
pany's affairs state that it will not belong before the property will be put in
good financial condition and once more
become the strong factor in the develop-
ment of the state which it was intended
to be.

The failure of the company in 1594 and
the discoveries that were made when the
books and papers of Paul Sehulxe were
examined by experts in the employ of
the old receivers of the Northern Pacific,
are faet3 of history. The Sunnyside is
the largest irrigation canal in the state,
diverting water from the Yakima river
a short distance east of North Yakima.
The main ditch Is extended forty-three
miles-in an easterly direction, and with
Its 200 miles of lateral canals commands
about <?C.OOO acres or very productive land.
The company spent an immense amount
of money in the construction of the canal.
At the time it failed efforts were being
made to soil a larg»* block of bonds. Tin y
wtre handled by San Francisco and Ta-
coma banks. On account of the panic of
1.533 the efforts to dispose of the bonds
proved unsuccessful and subsequently the
company was placed in the hands of the
receivers.

The* company originally owned about
32,000 acres of land in Yakima county,
which it purchased of the Northern Pa-
cific. The railroad company became
a heavy stockholder, and while It is not
taking any hand in the reorganization of
the investment company, it is interested
in whatever course is taken in the man-
agement of the property.

It is expected that the receivers will
present a petition to the Federal court
asking leave to reduce the price of the
land from lift to I'M per acre, owing to
the important nature of the step, little
has been saiij concerning It. and the full
intention of the bondholders will not be-
come known until the petition is filed.
While it was not difficult to dispose of
the land at $55 per acre during the period
of high prices and active speculation, the
price, which has been maintained, has
actwi as a bar to the sale of the land
and the settlement of the country. These
Impediments, it is expected, will be fe-
moved and active efTorts put forward to
induce immigration when the plans of
the bondholders are carried out.

Already a number of the leading busi-
ness houses have announced their inten-
tion of furnishing appropriate floats, and
the various manufacturers and labor or-
ganizations are invited and expected to
do likewise. It is. however, requested
that all those intending to equip floats
for the parade send in their names to tho
secretary of the general committee, H. A.
Chadwick. as early a date m possible,

in order that proper positions may be ac-
corded them.

Gov. Rogers has accepted the Invita-
tion to visit Seattle during the celebra-
tion, and will be here on Saturday, July
3. He will probably be requested to re-
view the parade from somo conspicuous

stand.
The commltee on illuminations is also

actively at work So far It has deter-
mlned up<>n the erection of three illumin-
ated and decorated arohes spanning the
streets. The exact location of t>Ks»
arches has not been determined, but on'}

will be on First avenue, one on Second
avenue and the third on one of the in-
tersectlng streets?quite likely James
street rr Y- sler way.

There will be an elaborate system of
decorations in the business houses down
town.

Judging from th»- programme as yet

tentatively arrarged, the active work
which ths various committees are doing

and the hearty sympathy displayed by

all t itisens with the proposed celebration,

expectations will be sadly disappointed if
the coming observance of Fourth of Jusv
in Seattle will not f*r surpass anything

of the kind which the state has ever
witnessed.

Horace L. Howard, who Is charged by
the United States with fraudulently driv-
ing a pension under the name of Hnrrv
8. Howard, was before the Felera! conrt
yesterday, the partial examination of wit-
nesses occupying the morning session and
a part of the afternoon. At 3:80 .o'clock
court adjourned until 6:30 this morning,
owing to the non-arrival of important
witnesses who are necessary to the prose-
cution of the case. Prosecuting
Brlnker stated to the court that theee
witnesses were en route to Seattle from
Clympfa, but that they would not reach
the «tty until 6:® o'clock in the evening.
I'pon the representation Judge Hanford
adjourned the court pending their ar-
rival.

The case was taken up In the mominfr,
after the jury had been sworn tn by Milo
A Root, counsel for the defendant, mov-
ing an order to elect, from the counts of
the indictment, which would be tried first.
The motion wa* denied, Mr. fTrir.ker
stated the case in which the defendant
was alleged to have fra .dulently drawn a
pension under the act o. congress of l>aO,
allowing incapacitated old so!diers who
had served ninety days to a pen-
eton of not more than $36 per quarter. Th«
evidence was offered that Howard had
drawn such a pension under tbe name of
his deceased brother, who had actually
served in the war of the rebellion.

Mr. Root then moved that the court
was withoht jurisdiction in this state, as
the crime, if any had been committed, wa*
in the state of California where the pen-
sion agent had issued tbe checks that had
been e-a» bed by Howard. Mr. Brlnker
contended that the district where the pen-
sion office was located included the place
where the presentation was made, ar.l
the mailing of the claims and receipts
constituted a presentation. Judge Iltm-
fe»rd adjourned court for fifteen minutes
while* he looked up precedents, and upon
the reconvening of court denied the mo-
tion to dismiss for lack of Jurisdiction.

The feature of the day's proceedings in
relation to Howard's case waf the testi-
mony of Mrs. Howard, to whom the de-
fendant Rid been married, but who se-
cured a divorce from him. on an order
of court annulling the marriage upon her
discovery that Howard had another wite
living. Previous to the marriage he had
inform«»d the witness that his wife was
eleael. Upon her eliscovery that swh was
not the the defendant sought to mol-
lify her by stating that his rirrt wife "wa"*
dead to him." Subsequent correspondence
from a woman in the East, which fe'.l li-
to the witnesses' hands, led her to be-
lieve that no divorce had ever been grant-
ed. She then left Howard.

The establishing of the relationship be-
tween the witness and the defense
some time, and the- government then drew
from he>r the statement that she hid a
knowledge of Howard's fraudulent pro-
ceedings in relation to the pension. She
stated that at one time he had sai 1 to h »r
that If he was ever caught he would kIM
himself.

The taking of testimony will be coa-
tiruied this morning.

CITY BEATS A DAMAGE STIT.

W. H. Covt le Saes for Tea Tkoasaad
aad Gets Sothisg

A suit against the city for llft.flOO dam-
ages for personal Injuries brought by
W. H. Cowie and w(je was tried yester-
day In Judge Benson's court before a
Jury. The story of the plaintiff as given
on the stand and substantiated by wit-
nesses was that he was going to his
home on the evening of April 16. 199&. He
had occasion to pass along the west side
of Tenth avenue south, between Main
and Jackson At a certain point
on the sidewalk there was an incline built
into a blacksmith shop, forming an ob-
struction in the sidewalk. Cowie
stumbled over this obstruction and fell,
sustaining, as he alleged, injuries in his
back, hips and spine, which confined him
to his tx?d for four months.

The defense of the city was contribu-
tory negligence on the part of Cowle. It
was brought out that the particular ob-
struction had existed for a long time;
that Cowle knew of its existence well,
and that he was not obliged to pass along
Where the obstruction existed, having
the choice of several different routes
equally as good, or better, on hi? way
home. The defense also questioned
whether Cowie's actual injuries were as
serious as he maeie them out.

The jury evidently thought the defense
of contributory negligence was well made
out, for after a very short absence in the
Jury room they brought in a verdict in
favor of the city.

Persecuted by Electricity.

John A. Hobie was examined <m the
charge of insanity "fn Judge Jacobs' de-
partment of the superior court yesterday.
He is a native of Switzerland, about 31
years of age, and a dairyman by occupa-
tion. He was perfectly cool, and respond-
ed readily and intelligently to questions.

His ex-
amination brought out his particular de-
lusion. which was tha| a number of per-
sons were persecuting him by administer-
ing electric shocks whenever he laid down.
He was ordered committed to the asylum.
