“The Yaquina? Yes. That's what I
said. It was the Yaquina.”

He soon returned to his first wversion,
that it was the Oregon, but from the time
the “Yaquina' was mentioned, the name
continued to figure in his wanderings. The
most reasonable inference seems to be that
he served on both vesseis, and has con-
fused their names in his story of the
wreck.

he partially located William McHugh, one
of the men whom he claims to have killed
at Portland. The latter's residence, he
says, was on the second floor of a build-
ing at the corner of Fourth and Colum-
bia streets, either in Portland or Seattle.

Other Western men Whom he professes
to know are Senators Williams and Squire,
Gov, Pennoyer, a Mr. Ladd (now de-
ceased), of Port'and, and a son of Henry
Ward Beecher, at Port Townsend.

He is scrupulously neat in his habits
and has changed little in appearance since

KILLED IN A TUNNEL.

George W. Kciger, Despite a Com-
rade’s Brave Efforts, Sucecumbs
to Powder Gas.
Special Dispatch to the Post-Intelligencer.

BARKERVILLE, B. C., June 17.—Geo.
W. Keiger, foreman for the Devil’'s Lake
Mining Company, Ltd., was killed June 3
in the company’'s tunnel by inhaling pow-
der gas or white damp.

Keiger had exploded 100 sticks of giant
powder at 10 o'clock a. m., and at 2 p. m.,
with Hugh Hassack, a shareholder, went
into the breast simply to see the effect of
the shot. They stayed there a minute or
two, then started out and were 200 feet
from the breast when Keiger fell forward
without a word.

Hassack dragged him twenty-five feet,
and was then so overcome that he left
Keiger, and crawled out on his hands and
Knees to the mouth of the tunnel, sev-
enty-five feet distant.

He stayed out probably a minute for
air, and returning dragged Keiger a few
feet further, but could not get him out, and
barely had strength to crawl out and get
the assistance of two men who were work-
ing a few hundred feet away. Every ef-
fort was made to revive the stricken man,
but he never rallied.

Keiger was an American of German pa-
rentage, and. though only 30 years of age,
had mined in Colorado, Idaho, Montana,
Washington, Alaska and Mexico. He
came here from Monte Cristo in the spring
of 189, and was foreman of the Black
Jack last year. Last December he and
Julius Housen made an agreement with
the Devil's Lake Company to complete
their tunnel and drain the lake for an in-
terest, and the shot which caused his
degth, it was hoped, would complete the
contract.

Kelger was probably the best quartz ml-
ner in Cariboo, a charter member of the
local Theosophical soclety, and was held
in high esteem by all who knew him,

THE RATE SITUATION.

REGARDED AS MORE PRECARIOUS
THAN SINCE 1590,

Executive Committee of the Western
Passenger Association Unable to
Solve the Muddle Created by the
Uniom Pacific’'s Withdrawnl—UCon-
viction Gemeral That It Will Re-
quire a Meeting of All the West-
ern Presidents=0Oregon Short Line
to Make a Hard Figit—Did. the
Seceding Road Play a Game of
Blafi?

CHICAGO, June 17.—The executive com-
mittee of the Western Passenger Associa-
tion met today for the purpose of con-
sidering the rate situation In the West.
The representatives of the Denver & Rio
Grande and of the Oregon Short Line
-were present. The meeting accomplished
nothing of consequenca up to a late hour,
and the feeling is general that it will
require & meeting of the prealdents of
the Western roads to straighten out the
muddle.

It is probable that the Oregon Short
Line will make a hard fight against the
Union Pacific.

Some of the roads which are against
the Union Pacific in this fight are of the
opinion that it and the Alton and the
Northwestern, which have sided with it,
are playing a large game of bluff, and
that the entire matter will in a short
time be found to be nothing but a tem-
pest in a teapot.

The oficials of the Alton and the North-
wostern say that there is no bluff in the
matter, and that they propose to stand
by the Union Pacific, no matter' what
comes. It is likely that another meeting
will be held within a few days to settle
the trouble. It is conceded on all sides
that the rate situation is more precarious
just now than at any time since 1590,
