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BONDHOLDERS ASSUNE CONTROL OF
THE FRONT STREET ROAD.

Judge Hamford Vaeates the Order ot
Ssile Against the Property—New
$7,000 Cable to Be Rua in—Weilghs
60,504 Pounds and Is 30,500 Peet
Loag~—Purchased From the Chief
Creditor ot Recelver Colvia.

The bondhoiders of the Fromt Street
Cable Railway Company have at last
definitely assumed countrol of the road,
and for a time at least its troubles arce
at an end. The bendholders have pur-
chased a new 3700 cable of the Wash-
burn & Moen Manufacturing Compauy.
The cable is here and w'll be run in Bat-
urday orf Sunday night. The order of
sale issued by the court at the instance
of Washburn & Moen, which firm is a
creditor of Receiver Colvin for $17,000,
has been vacated. The eminently satis-
factory receivership of Mr. Colvin has
been continued indefinitely.

The exact cost of the cable is $7,825.24,
and this expenditure by the bondholders
is the first of any consequence made.
Their holdings amount to $30,00, and it
has long been a question whether or not
they would assume control of the road.
That they have decided to do so is evi-
deneed by the purchase of the cabie. For
the §7.000 they accept a receiver's certifi-
cate subordinate to those now outstand-
ing, which amount to about $§30,00,
Washburn & Moen are satisfied by the
sale of the cable. The firm is the largest
creditor of the receiver.

Francisco and s at the foot of Clay
street. It weighs 66,5084 pounds, and cost
1l cents a pound. The length is 30,500 feet.

It has been taken for granted that the
2ppointment of a police matron came
within the power of the mayor, but an
investigation of the matter completely
upsets this theory, and it is probable’ thit
Chief of Police Reed will make the ap-
pointment.

Taking this solution of the case to be
assured, there is lttis doudt that the
present incumbent, Mrs. Emma Taylor,

will continue in the service of the police
department. She was ‘appointed matron '
several years azo when the police com- |
missioners were in existence and has been |
in continuous service since. She has be- |
come well acquainted with the dutieseof |
ker office and police matters in g=neral, |
80 that she is well qualified to fill the po- |
sitign, which is many times far from
pleasént.

A poiice matron never knows when she
is going to have a full night's rest. in
this particular her life is like that of a
physician. Things may run along sinooth-
ly, and then again they may not. In the
latter case the police matron is called out
of bed and has to g0 10 the police station
and take care of a woman prisoner. The
chances are that she will have a most un-
Pleasant job, because as a rule the women
who are arrested by the police late at
night are either intoxicated or in a mood
when adjectives are not spared.

Mrs. Taylor's term of office expired June
1 last, but as no appointment of a sue-
cessor has been made, she naturally hslds
over. It is hard to explain how the im-
pression became general that the mayor
was the proper person to make the up-
pointment. That such was the case, how-
ever, is made evident by the fact that
those who desired the position made
known their desires to the mayor either
personally or by petition.

Mayor Wood commenced to look up the
status of the case and the more he looked
the more he commenced to doabt the ex-
istence of any law giving him the power
to appoint a police matron. He met Chief |
of Pollce Reed and spoke to him abou
the matter, remarking that he was in-
clined to think the power of appointing
was vested in the chief of police.

Chief Reed was very polite and rep'ted
gallantly that he &id not desire to take
any appeointments away from the chinf
executive officer of the cily. When
they parted the matter stood in
such & way that there waz nmno
chance of a disegreement, and it
simply remained to decide positively who
was the proper person to make the ap.
pointment.

Chief Reed is out of the city on a short
vacation, but if it falls to his lot to name |
the matron it will probably be decided in H
quick order. As to the mayor, when-he |
was secn by a Post-Intelligencer report- |
er, he said that it was true that he in-
clined to the belief that the chief was
the proper person to appoint, but that he
was waliting for an opinion from the cor-
poration counsel.

Corporation Counsel Brown did not un-
derstand that an opinion had been re-
quasted of him, but he sald he believed
the police matron should be appointed in
the same way that any policeman is ap-
pointed. The police matron, according to
his view, {8 a member of the police force,
and the power of appointment of mem-
bers of the force falls to the chief. The
mayor appoints the chief, it is true, but
not the subordinates of the department.

The law under which the police matron
was appointed was passed by the state
legislature and not by the city council,
It says that there shall be a matron ap-
pointed, but does not say who shall make
the appointment.
