ACOMA, June 1. —The general Iy co
sion about town seems to be that the city
eouncil snouid grant the right-of-way ap-
plied for Jast night by Col. Frank Rens for
his proposed raliroad counecting Seattle,
Tacoma and Portland.

What he asks for is a right-of-way along
Raliroad avenue 1o Twenty-first street,
connecting at that point with the old
Union Pacifc survey, along which he has
secured right-of-way. 1If the city grants
this the road will be bullt acroas the tide
fiate, crossing the Eleventh street bridge
just below the 8t. Paul mill and on over
toward the Indian school. The depot will
be bufit on the flats. between the shore
and the 8t. Paul & Tacoma mill, pext to
the Eleventlh street bridge. Should the
city refuse to grant the franchise, the road
will be bullt along the. bluff and on up
fitkum, whiclt 18 the dtviding line be-
tween Plerce and King counties, and tuen
out over the old Union Pacific survey.
With this condition of affairs the city will
lose the depot, and. as ons of the pro-
moters puts It, “the citizens will have the
pleasure of seelug the road run along the
bluffs and not enter the city Hmits at ail.”
Consideradle opposition to the franchise
will undoubtedly be met from the Tacoma
Land Compnny, but even if the city de-
cides against Rose, that gentleman clalms
to have something else up his sleeve.

Dolore Gareia Killed While Standing
in Hils Doorway.

SANTA ANA, Cal, June 18-—Dolore
Garcia was shot in cold blood in his sa-
loon at Capistrano. He was standing in
tpe entrance preparing to close the saloon
for the night, when his assailant fired on
him with a Winchegter from the opposite
side of the street. The ball entered at
his mouth passing directly through the
head. Manuel Fellows, commonly known
as “Mestizo,”” has been arrested for the
crime, and was brought to Santa Ana.
Damaging eévidence has been secured
against the prisoner, and enough was
developed at the coroner's inguest to war-
rant his being held for preliminary ex-

amination.

DEBS’ SCHEME OUTLINED.

Lecal Umnions to Be the Uait of the
New Demecracy.

CHICAGO, June 18.—Only a short ses-
sion of the Social Democracy was held to-
day, as the exec*i"e committee which is
framing the constitution and by-laws was
not ready to report. Eugene V. Debs
tonight gave the following outline of the
plan to be proposed tomorrow:

The unit of the Democracy will be the
local unions, to be limited to a member-
ship of 500. The local unions will make
up the state branches, the state organi-
zations, the national council, which will
in turn select a national board. This body
will have the real control of the Dem-
ocracy. It will elect officers, viz., a chair-
man, a vice chairman, a secretary, a
treasurer and an organizer.

A SETTLEMENT PENDING.

Pacifiec Agrees That Deals
With Brokers Are Off.

CHICAGO, June 18.—A settiement of.the
Unlon Pacific-Oregon Short Line difficulty
is fully expected. Officials of both. roads
are here, and it is believed before they
leave a compromise of the differences will
be arranged and the Union Pacific will
continue to route business over its outlet
to Butte.

Whether it does or not, all danger of a
rate war resuiting from the dispute seems
to have passed away. The Union Pacific
has agreed with transcontinental lines
that all deals with brokers are to be de-
clared off and that any future meeting of
competition is to be done openly and above
board. This is to be the policy in all parts
of the West.

LAST HOURS.

Inquest Held Over the Body--His
Nephew's Story—Reward for
Mr. Clifford.

SOUTHAMPTON, June 18,—On the arri-
val of the British steamship Scott 1aliy
with the body of the late Barney Barnato,
the coroner’s officers went aboard to as-
certain as to the necessity of holdirg an
inquest. The inquest was held, and the
jury returned a verdict of death from
drowning while temporarily insane.

The arrival of the steamship confirms
the details already cabled by the Associ-
ated Press of the circumstances under
which Barney Barnato met his death. He
was feeling very poorly when the vessel
lelft Cape Town and talked quite irration-
aliy.

The passengers subscribed £100 as’ a
reward for Mr. Clifford, the officer who
tried to rescue him.

Sol. Joel, Barnato’s nephew, says:

“My uncle showed no sign of a suicidal
tendency until that fatal day. 1 decided
at 7 o'clock in the morning not to leave
him for a moment.”

The Daily Mail asserts that Sir Gordon
Sprigg, premier of Cape Colony, who was
a passenger by the steamship Scott, <avs
that when Mr. Barnato first came into the
saloon for his meals he was quiet and
social, but his moods varied to such an
extent that ultimately his nephew, Mr.
Joel, who was virtually his keeper, found
it impossible to quiet him at the table,
and had to have all his meals taken to
his cabin.
