CYCLONE IX FRANCE.
Whole Villages Swept Away?The

Wholesale Destraction Beyoad
Descrtptioa.

PARIS June IS.?A cyclone swept over
the viilases of Bexons and Colomlx-s, near
this city this afternoon. Houses col-
lapsed. trees were torn up and telegraph

wires broken, several people injured and
much general damage done.

At Asneris the- cyclone worked havoc.
Three pers<«G* were killed and twenty

seriously injured. At the time the cy-
clone struck Asneris a fair was in pro-
gress. Everything was iiterally demol-
ished. Two hundred trees were uprooted.
The roof of Coignst's fireworks factory

was blown off; a tail chimney was blown
down and the boiler exploded. killing sev-
eral persons and injuring fifteen. It is
reported that five persons were killed in
a cafe.

In every direction house* and other
buildings w- re more or less seriously dam-
aged.

It is estimated that throughout the dis-
trict over which the cyclone passed at

least twenty persons were killed and nine-
ty injured.

The whole garrison at Courtsewoie.
about five miles northwest of Paris, went

at a doubli-quick pace to Asneris after the
disaster, wn>re the scene is now one of
widespread and appalling desolation. Ev-
ery booth, van and merry-go-round in ihe
fair was smashed

In the distance the cyclone prtsented the
appearance of a cloud of smoke going
from the southwest to northeast. Roofs
were seen flying in the air like kites.

Ambulances and forty carrlagsa are now
searching for the dead and wounded. The
people are completely dared, and women
and child-en can be seen sitting, weeping
upon the doorsteps. Considerable damage

was also done at St. Denis.

I>r Danforth had a thrillingescape from
the island in a .-mall boat, and several
times on the island narrowly avoided cap-
ture by the Spaniards and execution. He
says the Cuban leaders are all bound bv
oath not to give in, and that the insur-
gents have well grounded hopes for final
triumph. The Spaniards cannot with-
stand the effects of the Cuban climate,
and all the rebels need is arms to end the
war.
