A SMELTING CENTER
ADVANTAGES OF SEATTLE OVER

INTERIOR POINTS.

Short Haul and Variety of Orn hjr

Railroad aad Sea. Combined With
Cheap Fael?Abundance of Ore

Already, Independent of Fntnre
Development Why the Srlliy

The fnterest of Seattle in mining Is a
matter of such comparatively recent
growth that the people's ideas of the
city's advantages as a smelting center
had not assumed definite form w hen the
proposition w.is made to them by \V. H.
Remington to erect a plant. Every man
was alive to the city's advantages as a
railroad, shipping, lumber, fishing and
mining center, but Mr. Remington's
proposition led every man to think of its
possibilities as a smelting center. What
its advantages in that direction are was
brought out l;L*t night in an interview
with Mr. Remington, lie was asked:

"What induced you to !o"k to the North
Pacific coast as a suitable location for the
smelter?"

He was not slow to answer: "First, I
realized that the great mineral zone ex-
ti-nds from the Kootenai country west to
the ocean, north to Alaska and south to
the Columbia river. The more recent de-
velopments on the islands in the Hritish
possessions from Vancouver north to
Alaska certainly bear out this theory.
The discoveries extending along the Cas-
cade range front Slate creek, through tho
Cascade. Monte Cristo, Silverton, Silver
creek*. lnd« x. Miller river. Snoquaimie,
Summit and St. Helen's districts, west of
the Cascade summit, and from the bound-
ary through the Palmer mountain.
Meth<>w, Twlsp. Peshastin, Rwauk and
Cle-Elum districts, east of the summit,
also point to this conclusion. I have not
been in this country long enough to speak

with absolute knowledge of this fact, but
all indications point this way. Enough
developed mines are at hand, however, to

satisfy the most incredulous that tho
smelting facilities of the Northwest coast
are entirely inadequate to the present
needs, and future development of mining

must necessarily add many times to the
present output.
