The reply
w.s that th» city could plank twelve
f-? t. which would be wide enough for the
laying of tracks, but would leave no room
for teams to pass.

On motion by Kude. a vote was taken
on the final passage of the ordinance. The
vote stood el.-vcn In favor, one against.
The opjtosing vote was cast by James.

When asked why he voted against the
ordinance Janus *ald that he was not in
favor of a city building railroads. "That
is virtually what this ordlnanace means."
he sai-i. "The laying of the rails Is a very
small matter compared with the con-
struction of the roadway which the city
undertaken. Hoth the Northern Pacific
and the Great Northern have already
franchises within a short distance of the
mill site, and this means the building of
a third road. Furthermore, I believe the
protest against the Great Northern fran-
chise came on!.' from Interested parties,
and not from the city at large."

"To Thee. Our God, We Fiy" and "lie-
joice Today With One Accord." and con-
cluded with the English national anthem.

The sermon was on Amos ix:S,
whicl. the preacher maintained, gave a
start'iig point for a religious conception
of history. The greatness of Israel in hr
realisation of the presence of God in hor
national life was de.-eribed: then her
failure, t rough the idea that other na-
tions were excluded from God's provi-
dence. In the midst of this came the
prophetic appeal to the fact that Egypt
and Assyria, were also the sheep of His
pasture, and the declaration of Amos,
that as God bad brought Israel out of
Egypt, so also had He brought the Phil-
istines from Caphtor and the Syrians
from Kir.

Thus, the preacher declared, there was
no impropriety in a public recognition of
God's hand in one of the most fruitful
epochs of modern history. Nor was there
any impropriety in associating thin era
with the personality of that gracious sov-
ereign who had Held the affections oi her
people through the longest reign of Eng-
lish history, and still occupied

"Her throne unshaken still,
Broad based upon the people's will

And compassed by the Inviolate sea."
The various ways in which Victoria had

impressed her personality upon the events
of her reign were then described, in the
purity of her court, her splendid tact in
the exercise of the royal prerogatives, her
great-mi ndedness in yielding to the ad-
vice of such different men as Melbourne.
Feel. Palmerston, Disraeli and Gladstone.

Her childhood's resolution. "1 will be
good," and the hopeful tears which In-
augurated her reign, her request of the
archbishop, "I beg you grace to pray for
me," were quoted as setting a seal upon
the sixty years just completed.

Tho sympathy which had connected
throne and people, drawn out from the
heart of the people for the sorrows of the
sovereign, and from the heart of the sov-
ereign for the sorrow of the subject, has
strengthened the monarchy and made lov-
alty a more popular virtue than it was in
1*37.

All this, it was urged. had had not a lit-
tle to do with providing a field in which
the nation might develop its marvelous
prosperity and well being.

It wns not necessary to <lo more »han
chronble the fact that colonial expansion
had added 7,WHU»i square miles to th<»
empire, so that the queen now reigns over
one-third of the land and one-flfth of the
population of th globe.

Higher in Importance was the growth

of material prosperity, which had cover-
ed the lands with railroads, extended the
bb -«lng t.f the "p. imy post." given scape
for the inventive use of the electric t"le-
graph. the submarine cable, the tele-
phone electric lieht. of anesthetics, and
count le.-s oth'r discoveries which had
lowered the death rate of England over
9 per cent.
