Vw the United States proposes in the
location. construction. es-abHsi ment and
maintenance of a military post on Mag-
nolia biuff was clearly for the general
welfare and benefit of the people of King
county, and directed the prosecuting at-
torney to proce-d to condemn and ap-
propriate certain lands, real estate prem-
ises and other property on said Mag-
nolia bluff which had been selected by
the secretary of war as a suitable point
for the location of a United States mili-
tary post; and

"When i 5 the county of King, by its
prosecuting attorney, has brought suit
and condemned said lands: and

"Whereas, the United Stat* a proposes
to commence immediate improvement of
safd lands, and

"Whereas, there has been no fund cre-
ated as contemplated under the act of
February 12, IXO. for the payment of the
condemnation judgments, costs and datn-
ag. <*. now. therefore, be It

"R'solved. That the board of county
commissioners, under the power and au-
thority of s.>:d act of February 12. 1&5,
hereby creat s and establishes a special
fund applicable solely to the cost of such
condemnation and appropriation, to be
known as the military p,»at fund, on
which the county auditor is hereby au-
thorized and empowered to draw county
warrants to be known and designated
as military post warrants; said war-
