davits and turned them o\er to Mayor
Fawcett. who in turn submitted them to

the council.
If the charges are true. Teats and Tom-

lin.«on are guilty of corruption such as
would put to shame members of the old
Buckley who operated in San Fran-
c >co several years ago According to the
different affidavits. Teats and Tomilnson
m_<.le no efforts to beat about the bush .n
order to secure boodle, but came out open-
ly and stated that they needed the money.
Intimating that if it w.is not forthcoming
official dt ap tatton would follow. Accord-
ing to one affiant. P. M. Dabro. Toniiinson
secured money from him on the pretense
that Mr. Sahms president of the commis-
sion. was hard up, and unless sl'» was
raised, he would resign, leaving no one to
fight for them. He was to pay so much
every month until Mayor Fawcett got his
Seat.

Detective Jack Ellison swore that he
was approached by Commissioner Teats
wi«h a demand for money, but that he
told Mr Teats that his "bluff did not go."
Chief Deputy Controller Jackson swore

tha.t Teats was guilty of gross irregu-
larities in the examination, his atfidavit
>ett:rg forth these irregularities in i
pointed and lucid manner. Denny Dwver, a
polite orJio. r, swore that Teats had de-
manded money of him and insisted that he
lay the matter before the other police-
men. He Sciidi "D n it, Denny, it's my
bread and butter." This statement and
se\t-ral others caused a satisfied grin to
light the facta of several of the councll-
men.

The news that affidavits had been filed

during the afternoon was broken to Sec-
retary Tom'.inson by newspaper reporters.

He claimed to know nothing whatever of
the alleged charges against him or any
one else connected with the commission,
lie said tha: Peter I>abroe tells ,i de-
liberate lie when he states thai he tToto-
l.nsviti* ever approached any one for
money, and for 2 cents he would have
Dabroe arrested for perjury. He never
solicited money from civil service em-
ployes to give to Mr. Sahm or to any
one else, and he characterized the whole
affair as a fabrication gotten up by ene-
mies. He paid he courted an investiga-

tion and would fight up hill and down
dale.

A report was current during the day
that Tomlinson had endeavored to re-
fund the money received from Habroe
back to that individual. When asked if
suvh were the facts, the secretary got
very angry and asserted that he had not

seen Dabfoe at all during the day. A
little later on he remembered that he had
seen Dabroe at the restaurant during the
noon hour, and had a conversation with
h.in or; some unimportant matter. There
was an air of anxiety about the secre-
tary, which showed that he did not par-
ticularly relish the turn that affairs had
taken. This same feeling was apparent in
the demeanor of Mr Tr-a;s.
