RAILROAD I.XTO THE VIKOV,

Caaapaay Already Orsaalaed to Take
Fp the Werk.

WIIATTNvyrON. Del., July 11.?'The Yu-
kon Mining. Trad in if 4 Transportation
Company, which was formed here last
year and is just completing filial arrange-
ments for explorations in the Yukon, will
shortly put into effect a plan which will
solve the vexatious problem of shortage of
supplies in the Yukon territory. In
P. I. of Portland. Or., who is in-
terested in the company, went to the Yu-
kon district to locate a rout© from the
coast to Teslin lake, the hew.d of the navi-
gable waters of the Yukon, upon which a
railroad could be built. With the aid of
Indians he located the pnss loading direct
from the Taku inlet to Tesiin lake. This
pass, he learned, wan known to only five
white men. In October of last year he re-
turned and made his report to the com-
pany, and immeUiaa-ly applied for char-
ters in Alaska, British Columbia and Can-
ada. all of which were granted last spring.
As an encouragement to the enterprise,
British Columbia made the company a
grant of 5,120 acres of land to the mile of
railroad to be built, in all. 650.000 acres.

In an Interview last night Mr. Packard,
who la here making arrangements, said
that the road would be a boon to
miners, as it will reduce the cost of tbeir
supplies anl remove the prvsMU dangerous
delays to their transportation up the
Yukon.

GOLDEMDALG MEN TO GO.
