morning, taking with them a number of
prisoners and leaving twenty-seven Ameri-
cans ki.ied and many homes laid waste.

More dead than alive old Isaac wn»
brought to his home. but. contrary to ex-
pe> cations, he rallied and lived to see
Nathan and Mercy married at the end of
the w*r. and also to attend the in-
auguration of George Washington as
president of the United States, whore he
found that the gr;'at general still remem-
bered his former comrade-in-arms ani
gave him a hearty welcome.

Of his seven sons, but two were living,
the rest had been offered up on the altar
of patriotism; but tho old man did not
mourn for them; with Rufus, his young-
est, and Nathan, his eldest, he passed

his declining years in peace, and often
he told Mercy s children the story of her
ride the night of the Fourth and how she
had been bound to the tree for hours
the day of Tyron's raid, while Natha t

was hidden inside of it. And for many
years their descendants talked of the
ride of Mercy Weatherbee tho night of
the Fourth of July, 1778.

And in the passing years New Haven,

the beautiful Kim city, has witnessed
many Fourth of Julys, but none which
has stirred her heart'* blood as at tho
time of Tyron's raid.?Springfield Repub-

lican.

Merry did not know that half of the
fleet had landed on the east side of the
harbor; the half commanded by Gen.
Tyron, who was furious at the escape
of the spy, Nathan Weatherbee. The
fort was quickly taken, but the little
rarrison of nineteen inen escaped, and
hastening to the town Joined their breth-ren in Its defense. IMltt
