LITTLE HAWAII IS FIRM.

Has Not Budged an Inch to the De-
mands of Japan—Statement
by the Attorney General.

SAN FRANCISCO, July 24.—The steam- |

ship China arrived today from the Orient
via Honolulu.

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ENGLAND GKABBING AGAIN.

the Palmyra and Other
Islands Belonging to
Hawail.

SAN FRANCISCO, July 24.—The steam-
ship China, which arrived today from the
Orient and the Hawalian islands, brought
the following advices from Honoluln:

The schooner Norma arrived from the
south seas July 15. While the vessel was
cruising on the long voyage, Capt. Rose-
hill secured sufficient evidence to warrant
the belief that England has been taking
formal possession of a number of small
fertile islands in that portion of the globe
without stopping to inquire who the own-
ers might be, There are many lagoon
islands which are very fertile but unin-
habited. These are now being brought
under cultivation by English subjects, who
are planting tropical fruits for the export
trade.

The most marked evidence of English
possession was found on the Palmyra
grcup, situated In something like latitude
5 north and longitude 130 west. This is
considered the more remarkable because
the islands, which are of the lagoon for-
mation and some fourteen in number, have
been owned by the Hawailan government
@ince 1862, and are published as such in
South sea islands geographies. They were
taken possession of formally in the name
of the Hawallan government in 1862 by a
master mariner who was given to explor-
ing. At that time a house was erected on
the largest island, vegetables planted
about the place, and a white man and sev-
eral natives landed there as a colony. The
venture did not succeed, and all evidence
of the old dwelling has disappeared.

“J had not vigited Palmyra for perhaps
a dozen years, until Mr. Cozens, a planter
who came with me from Hull island, and
1 went ashore a few weeks ago,” sald
Capt. Rosehill. *“Almost the first thing
that attracted our attention on the island
was the remnant of an old flagpole, at the
foot of which a proclamation written on
cloth, but for the most part effaced by the
weather, was nailed to a stout plece of
planking. We could only make out enough
of the wording to indicate that the sign
was a proclamation declaring the iglands
among the possessions of Great ftain.
Evidently a party had landed from a man-
of-war a short time ago and remained
there for some time, for the tent stakes
were still in the ground and heaps of
ashes remain where camp fires had mer-
rily blazed. Bite of clothing and trapping
pleked up about the place bore the inttials
of H. M. 8 Pengvin”
