Another of the product* of the Gray's
harbor country, besides lumber, was
shown to the visitors today. »nd the first
glimpse out of the car windows r*v«*ie«i a
dripping, lead* n sky. At Intervale rain
poured, and then the sun would shine
tantalizingiy for n moment or ao. to l*»
follow?i by more rain. Finally, the sun
won and the sky during the greater part
of the afternoon was bright. The train
arrived at Cosrnopoiis shortly after $
o'clock, breakfast being taken in the cars.

The long lir.e of palace sleepers attract-
ed a great deal of attention from the citl-
't.'iv*. who exchanged the interest in the
mills for curiosity. C. F. White. superin-
tendent of the Gray * Harbor Commercial
