WHOLESALE AND RETAIL MEN.

The Retailer* Object to Wholeoaalcra
Keepimg Sh»pa to Con petition

With Theoa?lf the Fight Comes

the Natlooal Aaaoetotloo Will

Take a Hood. Ita Preoldeot Now

lo the C4ty?Plooa for Coootrort«
tag o New Abattoir?The Slto far it
Already Selected la Seattle.

From all appearances a fight la on or
will soon be bet w--*r, the retail butch-
ers of this ity and the wholesalers. The
reia.lers' ground of objection is that the
wholesalers keep open in the city retail
shops of their own, and thus compete

with the retail butchers who are their
customers. John H. Sohofield, of St.
Loias e-l.tor of the Butchera' and Pack-
ers' Miga nc, who Is disc district organ-
iser of a society with the formidable name
of National Retail Butchers' Protective
Association of the United Statea. is now
in this city. He has come here to look
into the matter. To a Post-Intelligencer
reporter la>t evening Mr. Schofieid out-

lined the plan of operation* prop<>*ed U>
be follow d.

The retail butter* of Seattle are mem-
bers of th.s association, aa are aiso those
of Taeoma. Tnis* of Portland will be
organised ar.d join shortly. The national
association has on hand a considerable
Eim of money to be devoted to aiding re-
tail butchys In just such fights as this.
According to Mr. Schofieid, an ultimatum
will be promulgated forthwith to the
wholesale butchers of Portland, Taeoma
and Seattle to ref.ain forthwith from se.l-
iug meat at retail. Should they disregard
the threat, thoa a complete boycott will
be put 'n force against them. The na-
tional association will put in an abattoir,

and will proceed to slaughter animals for
the use of members of the association in
their retail business and will deliver the
nu*at to them at cost. There is a fund of
S6uO.GQi) available for this purpose, if
necessary, but STa.'XN) will be all '.hat ia
required for the purpose. OI this amount
flj.uti) has already be. n subscribed by the
local lodge.

Mr. Schofleld says further that after
looking over the ground, Seattle has been
selected as the point at which this abat-
toir will be estAOiiaiied, and even the spe-
cific site has been selected for the pur-
pose. The only question, according to Mr.
Schofield, is whether the wholesalers will
recede from the position which they have
assumed in the matter. If they do not,
the new abattoir will be put in at once,
and the merry war will be on.

Mr. Schoefield says further of the ob-
jects of the association that it Is not de-
signed to aid butchers in keeping up
prices. It has three purposes} first, to
protect retailers from competition by
wholesalers, second, to protect each other
against customers who are bad pay; and
third, fraternal feeling and good fellow-
ship. In the United States the total mem-
bership now reaches 15,000.
