It is my Intention to make
the trip entirely alone, but of course this
may be qualified or modified according to

conditions. Rest assured that
1 am not seeking hardships or doing this
'hinit f«r fun. I exj>ect to go through to

th« h»ad of the Yukon river, down to the
nm;e«, and from there to St. Michaels
and Nek to San Francisco, which will bo
dune as soon as I can learn fully about
the flondyke country.

"It will bp my endeavor to show the less
fortunate gold seekers. I m»*an the poor
Tii> n. Just how small an amount of money

a man require# to reach the mine#, and
something about the work and waged. My
present ideas art- that the hardship hav«
been greatly magnified, and that there Is
a disposition to keep the poorer class of
men out of the mine# for a while at least.
I know that -»as what we did when we
discovered the Idaho mines In 1162. and
afterwards In and 18$4 In Montana,
and I am Inclined to believe that la what
Is being done now In the Ciondyke. It Is

only human nature for every man to want
to get his friends In before the rush come*
Now. understand distinctly that I know
nothing dbout rhe mines or the character
of country or the hardships to be endured
in the locality of the Clondyke. and I
would not permit myself to advise any-
one to 30 there Just yet. If I find ths
hardships great, I ataail say so, and If I
find the mine* limits in area or riches.
I shall state the plain, unrarnished truth.
And If I can't get through on my short
and rather abbreviated bill of fare I shall
say so. but I feel in gresit spirits and hope
to d«> the poor .miner a good turn by iny
own example and experience.

Hues >«»t Like Whisky.

BY WAY OF RETALIATION.

Memorial Asking Abolishment of ths j
Boundary Privilege and the

Sub-Ports,

At a fairly well-attended meeting of ths
Chamber of Commerce last night, resolu-
tions were passed requesting the secretary
of the treasury to rescind the privilege
he ret ofore accorded Canadians of bonding
goods in shipment through American terri-
tory, and also to revoke the establishment
of sub-ports of entry at Dyea, Skaguay and
Circle City.

There was considerable discussion on the
resolutions, and at one tline it looked as if
they might go over to a future meeting,
but when the test vote came there seemed
to be but one dissenting vote in the cham-
ber. The resolutions, as finally adopted,
are as follows:

"Whereas, The treasury department of
the government of the United States has
by regulation provided special privileges to
the Canadian government by establishing
sub-ports of entry at the so-called ports
of Dyea and Skaguay bay. in the district
of Alaska, and by granting the right of
transporting Canadian goods in bora frum
such sub-port, through American terri-
tory to the boundary line of Canada with-
out payment of duty: and

"Whereas, The Canadian government has
provided for the collection of duties on
American goods destined for the Yukon, in-
cluding miner*' individual outfits, and has,
In addition, proposed the collection of min-
ers' licences and heavy royalties on the
output of it- mines, ana has nsver allowed
sr. h privileges as special ports of entry,
but, on the contrary. as in the c.ise of
)' rt Simpson, on the Skeena river, has

Steaaier Berths Qslrkly Takta-H*ii«
rriag to Seattle? Shirley Gotm*.

TAOOMA, Aug. J.?The various trans-

portation offices in the city are sttll being
besieged by peopie Intending to tty their

luck in the Clondyke. As scon as
it is announced that a steamer will sail
oa a certain day. a rush is made to the
office of the company'® agent and every-
thing in sight gobbled up. Severs.l peo-
ple who were desirous of securing passage
on the steamer Coquitlam, which leaves
Vancouver August 8. have been unable to

reach the ship for the reason that the
Utopia, which carries the passengers from
the Sound to Vancouver, is unable to

handle all the freight that is offered.

It was decided that an oper-
ating man should be made president of the
Northern Pacific, and Daniel S. Lamont
should be vice president and take an ac-
tive part in the management of the North-
err Pacific property.

The syndicate which purchased the poll-
ing stock last spring, and which is com-
posed of Jacob Schfft. W.'tltaro Rockefeller,
D. Willis James, Col. Oliver Payne. Dar.iel
S. Lamont, the Deutsche bank of Berlin,
Lord Mount Steppen of Boston. James W.
Stillman of New York. James J. Hill, of the
Great Northern, and others, will be repre-
sented in the new directory. The an-
nouncement will be made in a fortnight,
with the details of the adjustment of the
relations between these companies, togeth-
er with the name of the new president.
The president has already been selected,
and is connected with a Western syndicate
in which J. P. Morgan & Co. are largely
interested.

The adjustment is one that is regarded
as harmonizing all the differences of man-
agement in the Northern Pacific and the
Great Northern. It was the contention of
J. P. Morgan in the conference referred to
that an operating man should be made
president of the Northern Pacific, and this
was finally ag-reed to. It may be stated
that ex-Secretary Lament will accept the
vice presidency and the responsibilities
ihat will be entailed upon him by the office
under the arrangements just closed

r. F. A DISTURBING ELEMENT.

Lanre Commissions en PiMirrcer
RnsiacM?V Threat te Withdraw.

CHICAGO, Aug. 2.?"Pie Western roads
were greatly disturbed today by a report

that the situation in the West wa<« very
much unsi ttled as to commissions. It was
asserted that the Union Pacific has Wen
paying larce commissions oh North Pacific
cc*ast business. The other roads declared
thai It was doing this in order to increase
Its business in that direction, which has not
been so heavy since its relations with the
Oregon Short Line were severed as before
that time. The matter will be considered
at the meeting of the Western Passenger
Association, which is to be held in this city
tomorrow.

A meeting of the advisory committee has
been called for Thursday of this week. Tha
most important matter to come up is the
withdrawal of the Union Pacific from the
association. The right of the Union Pacific
to pull out of the association at any time It
might desire is not questioned by any of tlis
roads, but th«sy are very anxious to have it
in the fold once more, particularly as rates
in the association territory wes? >f the Mis-
souri river have not been in a >ry satis-
factory condition ever since the Union Pa-
cific withdrew.

PROTEST BY PROFESSORS.

They Ask for Reconsideratioa of
President Andrews' Case.

PROVIDENCE, R. 1.. Aug. 2.?A remon-
strance has been issued by the professors
at Brown university and sent to the mem-
bers of the corporation. It protests against
the action of the latter body with refer-
ence to Prof. Andrews, and asks for a re-
consideratlor of the whole matter. The
document lays stress on the importance of
freedom of thought and speech, and es-
pecially in a university where there
should be no such thing as political preju-
dice. The fact is emphasized that there
has been a remarkable increase in the
number of students since Dr. Andrews be-
came president, and the remonstrance is
signed by a majority of the professors.
