sia March 3 5, the t y being ratified
June 0 of that year, and the transfer
completed in October. The exact bound-

aries of territory were not Known at the
time, and they are yet in a state of in-
{aresting unceértainty, depending rgely
on the anpais of the Russian mission-
aries and au the scant records handed
€own by the Hudsen Bay Company.
When the purchase was made i was
construed by the administration papers
&s an act of courteous recognition of
Russia's friendship in the civil war, it
belng remembered that a Russian fleet of
three vesssls appeared In New York har-
bor during the excltement over the Treat
affair, when it looked as if war with
Great Britain was certain to result. It
was sxid at the time—and is stili main-
tained in dipiomatic circles—that the Rus-
eian admiral had sealed orders which di-
rected him, in case of war between the
United States and Great Britain, to an-
nounce Russla's alliance with America,
and to proceed to capture any British
vosesl possible. How much the purchase
of Alaska served as an expression of our
gratitude for Russia's assistance at a
critical! period no one accurately Knows.
The "true Inwardness” of the transaction
was kept under cover for diplomatic rea-
sons, but it pleased Great Britain as
much then as the developments of the
seal fishing controversy, and the uncer-
tainty of the boundary line, at the pres-
ent date.

The only time he got into
serious trouble was in October, 1592, On
the morning of the 16th of that month
the body of Joseph Stevenson, a worth-

less character, was found at the rear of
Humphrey's store with his head nearly
blown off by a charge of buckshot.

Humphrey admitted that he did she shoot-
ing, saying he fired because he thought
Stevenson was a burglar., He was tried
for murder, but there was absolutely noth-
ing to go upon but “Honest Dave's"” story
and he was acquitted. The opinion was
freely expressed, however, that Steven-
son was murdered in cold blood. He was
known to Humphrey and may have gone
to the alley window to ask for admittance.
From the day of the tragedy Humphrey

showed signs of o change. He became
more quarrelsome, avoided companion-
ship of everybody except the lowest

creatures and would sit for hours on an
old store box in front of his store and
mutter 1o himself. A sudden sound would
startle

him beyond measure and he ap-
peared to be fearful of some impending
blow. He evinced abject terror at any
mention of the Stevenson Kkilling and
about a year ago it began to be remarked
that “Honest Dave was going crazy.
People avoided him more than ever and
he was only too glad to escape attention.
Each morning he bought a quart of
milk from a dairyman and this with a
few crackers and sometimes a morsel of
mont was his daily diet.

ROBOROVSKY'S EXPEDITION,

A Region in Asin Where Rain Is
Very Rage.

There are known to be regions om the
earth where rain is one of the greatest
rarities, but hitherto we have had no
knowledge of a district outside the Polar
regions in which no rain, but only snow,

falls throughout the whvle year. Such a
district was discovered by the Russian
explorer Roborovsky, in 1880, in Central

Asia. In the year 1888 Rovorovsky and
Rozlov separated from the Pjevzov expe-
dition in orderto make excursions in the
desert of the basin of the Tarim river
and the mountains of its southern border.
The results of this exploration, in many
respects of extreme importance, were plbe
ished last yvear by the Russian Imperial
Geographical Soclety.

The most noteworthy of the separate
expeditions carried out by the two above-
named travelers is the one by Roborovsky
into the country beyond the Astyntagh,
otherwise called the Russian Chain. This
