"Ktjoived, That when satd boundary
sh«ll be determined, such regulations
«..ouUl be se«ur«-d and adopted for such
rcsrlon by the joint action of the United
Htatea and Canada a* shall facilitate the
development of the natural resource*
thereof, and ahall aid. encourage and re-
gard those who ahall be carrying on that
great work."

Supreme Coart Affirm* Act at 1807 la
Every Particular.

Special Dispatch to the Post-Intelligencer.
OLYMPIA, Aug. s.?The supreme court

ha# affirmed Judgment in the case of the
state on the relation of the American
Savings Union, respondent, vs. the treas-

urer of King county. On June 22. 1897, the
relator tendered to the appellant the
amount of taxes due for 1566 on certain
property, together with 15 per cent. lnt«r
est thereon to the date when 1596 taxes
became delinquent, also the fee for a cer-
tificate. and asked for such certificate 1, in
accordance with the act of the legisla-
ture of IW. This the treasurer refused
to issue, claiming that the act was uncon-
stitutional. and even If valid did not ap-
ply to the ISS4 taxes.

The constitutional questions raised ,gre:
1. That the part of the act providing for
certificates is not sufficiently expressed
in the title; 2. That the provision for
redemption results in unequal taxation: 3.
Tnat the creation of a lien as provided in
the act is In contradiction of article 1,
section 3. state constitution.

All of thes;* obJectlDns made to the act
art- decided adversely to the appellant, as

Is also the plea that the statute is retro-
spective. and therefore void, and the court
holds that the act is applicable to tne
taxes for 1*96, because such taxes did not
become delinquent until after the passage
of the act. The supreme court is also
unable to see that the interest charged on
delinquent taxes Is usurious. It was
further contended by appellant that is-
suance of certificates to counties and mu-
nicipalities is Impracticable because of
the difficulty of separating the different
taxes therein enumerated, but with this
contention the court refuses to coincld ?.

Closing, the court sees no merit in the
objection that th* tax d'-ed is made prima
facie evidence of certain matters speci-

fied and that Judgment for a tax deed
shall lw» conclusive of validity in collater-
al proceedings Other points Involving
the policy of the act the court will not
consider.

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BLOWN TO FRAGMENTS
IUST EXPLOSION KILLS FIVE, IS-

JTRES FIFTY.

A Chicago Elevator Seatteredl la
Baralag Fragments With Fearful

Feree Klremea Barle* fader

Burning Rains aad Other Fires

Started.

CHICAGO, Aug. S.?Five, and possibly
more, lives were lost in an explosion
which took place this evening during a
fire in the Northwestern grain elevator
at Cook and West Water streets. Four
of the dead are firemen, and the body of
another fireman Is thought to be buried
in the ruins of the elevator. From the
force with which the explosion swept the
spot on which they were standing. they
must certalnlj have heen instantly killed.
Either the bursting of a boiler or the ex-
plosion of miil dust caused the awful
havoc.

Besides these, dozens of firemen and

passers-by were more or less cut and
bruised by glass and flying debris. In
all. fifty-one firemen were injured.

The origin of the blaze is believed to
have been in the vicinity of the boiler
house. Granulated dust, as dry and in-
flammable as giinpowder, that had been
pilling up for years, formed a ready

means for the fire. It spread with great
rapidity, and then came a terrific explo-
sion. completing the work of scattering
the tire throughout the entire structure.

The Building; Blown Up.

Just as the firemen were getting Into
position to do advantageous work and
nearly all the members of Engine Com-
pany No. 3 were mounting laaJers and
bringing lines of hose to place on the in-
terior from the upper windows, there
came a roar that could be hoard for half
a mile, the roof was rais« d high in the air
and the walls came down with a crash.
The force of the explosion was so great

that the eastern wall was hurled into the
river, the western wall was tumbled
down upon the heads of the unfortunate
men below and the roof was torn into
many fragments and distributed for blocks
around. Every window In the vicinity <;f
the elevator was snattered by the concus-
sion. dozens of persons were struck by fly-
ing debris, and several small fires result-
ed, in addition to those which were al-
ready burning. At Jefferson street and
Carroll avenue, many blocks distant,
great burning masses of wreckage fell
upon four wagons loaded with hay and
set them In flames.

The building was of composite construc-
tion, the lower portion being of bri» k and
the part frame, covered with a ror>f
of corrugated iron. The explosion caused
a perfect bombardment of tiling,bricks and
