FIABMAV9 BODY HKtOVKRED.

A Victim of the Kit*va tor Explosion
('omen to the Surfin'c.

CHICAGO. Aug. 8.-The dead body of
Fireman Thomas Monaghan, Chief
Sweenies driver, came to the surface of
the river this morning and the crew of a
tug. which was passing at the time, tow-
ed it to the Indiana street bridge, where
it was taken on shore ami removed to

Kolston's morgue at 11 Adams street.
The tug Frank R. Crane steamed slowly

up the north branch of the river this
morning. Capt. Knaggs, chief engineer of
the Independent Tug Company, and Capt.
John Hennesay, in charge of the tug.

were standing in the bow of the boat, ana
both were watching the murky water In-
tently. Near the Indiana street bridge
the body of a man arose to the surface.
The tug towed it to the bank. A number
of firemen were present and when the
body was turned face upward, they at
once recognized the features of the chief's
late driver. Thomas Monaghan.

The dead driver, to all appearances, re-
ceived the full force of the explo-
sion in the Northwestern elevator Thurs-
day evening. The body came to the sur-
face in the middle of the river, and when
the examination was made of the re-
mains it was found that both of Monag-
han'r legs wt re broken below the knee
and his left arm was also broken. His
uniform was torn into shreds in places
nnd his face bore evidence of hav ing been
s;*»erely burned.

It Is believed by the firemen who were
at the fire Thursday evening that Monag-
han was standing on the pier which ex-
tended from the elevator into the water.
Some people who were standi:,g on the
Indiana street bridge stated after the
explosion that two men had been seen on
the pier and that both had pone when the
smok" t icared away. Who Monaghan's
companion w is no one seems to know. His
remains are still unaccounted for. The
police believe that they will also come to
the surface of the water in a day or two.
The officers, however, will continue to
drag the river.
