The sentence in which Emperor Willlam
pledged Emperor Nicholas his support
against any attempt to break the peace
of the nations was spoken in Russian.

The whole city and the ships lying ia
the Neva have beoen splendidly decorated
with flags and flowers today, and toe
streets have been crowded.

Emperor Willlam and the empress ar-
rived at the landing stage at 11 a. m,,
where the municipal authorities preseuti-
ed them with bread and salt on especially
constructed dishes, as tokens of the hos-
pitality of the city. With the Peterowskl
regiment as a guard of honor, they visit-d
the fortress of St. Peter and St. Paul,
and placed a wreath upon the tomb of
Alexander IIL

Everywhere they were greeted with tre-
mendous cheers Subsequently they
opened the new wing of the German Al:x-
ander hospital, from wilch they proceed-
ed to the winter palace. During the after-
noon Emperor Willlam received visits
from the ambassadors and returned them,
