Recipes for the Housekeeper.

Even the novice knows the formula for
preserving. A pound of SUgar to every
pound of truit is the rule, but something
more I8 required for success. For pre-
serving plums, we will say, stem and
wash the frult, drying it on a towel: then
plerce each plum wih a fork. Weigh
your fruit, and for every four pounds of
iruit have ready four pounds of granu-
lated sugar, melted, by adding little
Waler, enough to digsolve: make it in a
Syrup and drop in a few plums at a
time, just enough to partly cover the top
of the syrup. Let them cook gently, so
that the frult will not break., but will
draw out the juice: when soft enough to
be easily pricked with a fork, lift it aut
with a skimmer, drain it well and gently
place it In your glass jars. Add more
fruit to the syrup, cook and drain as be-
fore and add this to the fruit {n the
Jars until each jar s two-thirds full.
When all the piums have been cooked
bofl the syrup down until thick: then
pour it over the frult in the jars and
tightly seal each jar.

Peaches to be preserved are peeled and
cut in halves, the peach stones are saved,
haif of them cracked and kernels steep-
ed in hot water to extract the flavor, the
water is stralned then and added to that
used for the syrup. When and
ready to seal place a peach stone or two
In each jJar; it gives a fine flavor.
