The news arrived here Indirectly. The
captain of the Aiken communicated the In-
formation to the commander of the ship
Injeperd. of Tromsoe. th*» latter transmit-
ting the news to the commander of the
steamer Express, upon which the Lorn< r

polar expedition was coming home, and the
Express finally passed the news alon* to
the steamer Liofoen, which brought it here.

Prof. Andree's balloon Journey to the
north pole is the result of over twenty

years' study, experiment preparation,
beginning on a trip to the Centennial expo-
sition at Philadelphia in 1*76. say* t' e
Philadelphia Record. He wi- then hut 72
years old. but. beirr struck with the reg-
ularity of th« trade w!nd« on the A I mtlc,
he conceived the possibility of a l»allo n
voyage from Europe to America. The idea
was ridiculed, hat It grew in his mind and
he pursued his experiments on returning

to Sweden. He planned the balloon sad
which he is now using, and he also con-
ceived the drag ropes khich he ts using

to guide his ship. He sailed along

the Baltic shore and sent his balloon
against the cliffs to test lowering and ris-

ing.
Pour years ago he mad» his hi|he«t

ascent. It was at Gothenburg, and his
bailc n shot up «.***' feet or a little over
a mile in the first hilf hour. But It did
not stop there, t'p and up It went until
Andree was five miles from the ground.

He struck lero at three mileg and would i
have fainted, but for his foresight in t.ik- j
lr.g along a can of oxygen, which he in- |
haled through a rubber tubing.

On October 19. I<*3, Andree crossed the
Baltic s- a at a height of two miles from
the water. He has had several narrow es-
capes with his life, and during a trip

from Gothenburg to Gotland had only one
bottle of beer and two sandwiches, which
he had Laughingly said would be s.iffM-nt.
He suffered greatly from thirst ar.d hun-
ger. Four times he was nfarly drowned.

He took three
h»*avy haws»rs of varied length, th" short-
est being 1,000 fust long, or a fifth of a mile,
and the longest 1,40n feet. On the bottom
