In ISa* 5 Mr. Cleveland summarily removed
Le*is E. Parsons from r.e of *KO-
n»y of the United States for the ncr-hera
ar.d middle d;s'ri s at Alabama. Mr. P r-
sons wrote to Mr. Cleveland that he was
advised by counsel that the president had
no power to remove him, and acting ca
such advice and hi# own opinion he r*-
spectf .Uy declined to rarrender the offioe.
It seems. however. thai Mr, Cleveland was
likewise actiiig on the adviece of counsel,
and St turn* out that tie waa better ailv.*. J
than Mr parsons, for the supreme couii
of the United Btates has recently vpfce.d
the president's action. In Parsons vm. tie
United States, the supreme court considers
at great length the power of the president
to remove executive officers, and in i a
opinion. d:Uvered through Mr. Justice
Peckham, gtv*s an Inter- 'ting historical
review of the struggles that have been oc-
casioned ty this question. It wou.u seera
that the pow vr to remove executive offic rs
is one which certatr.:y oug t to be lodged
with the president whether It is or not; but
as ear y as i:» Mr. Smith, of South Car o-
lina, expressed on the floor of the house of
rt-pres natives the opinion that an exe u-
tive officer appointed by the president, by
and with the advice and consent of the
s nate, couid not under the constitution
be removed by the pr?.dent. and that he
could he r-moved only by Impeac.tment.

A Coroner** Court Konisoe.

Mr. A. W. Wyatt, deputy coroner, held
an inquest at the Camberwell coroner's
court on Wednesday night on the body of
Henry George Pi kett York Lees, aged 55
years, a tailor, lately living In Allendale
Road. Camberwell, who committed sui-
cide by taking spirtis of lemon. Mary
Ann Lee. the widow, said she was an he;r-
--e.-s in her own right, and married the
deceased in December last. About a
month Mm e the deceased ascertained
that the witness was his own sister,
which fact seemed to upset him very
much. Since that time he had often re-
nt.irked that he intended "taking a lor.s
sleep, and that she'd better do the same."
He seemed to have something on his mind
which troubled him very much. Shortly
before his death he t-uid he had a dre,adfal
secret to divulge, and. upon the witness
promising to keep it said that some forty-

years ago white with a tribe of gipsies
at Epsom Downs, his father placed adag-
ger in his hand and plunged it into tha
back of a woman, whom he had subse-
quently heard was his mother. He was
"spirited awiy" by the gipsies, and sub-
sequently enlisted in the army. No arrest
was made for the murder. Nearly the
whole of last Tuesday night the docea*;>-d
v. as pacing his bedroom, and early the
following morning he went down stairs.
