and even when the consignor and the
consignee are the same person. They ad-
mit thai when there is a
between the buyer and seller as to the
grade of gra.n shipped, it would be proper
to have it inspected, but that no insi - c-

tion should be mnde uniees requested by
at least one of the parties; and further,
that even if inspection by the state with-
out the request of either peirty should be
conskkr* i ntcessary. it would bt» prop-
erly cnnlined to grain intended for ex-
pert or milting, and not extended to in-
f»rior grain intends for feed for live
stock. This, they claim, was In fact the
intention o>f the legislature, as shown by
the clause at the act providing that "Se-
attle. Tacoma and Spokane, and such
other place* In the state where grain is
received in car load lots for milling or ex-
port, may be designated as places for
stat* Inspection." At present the in-
spector inspects everything in sight.

Prof. Thomas Shaw of the agTfcultaral
department of the University of Minnesota,

near Minneapolis, is in ti» city. He has

examination ot the capabilities of tb# *c-
ti,n w -.a reference to the #rowmg ot £oc-

age crops.
"This section." said the professor yester-

day at the Northern hot si, in speaking of
the counties be visited, ""is truly the most

wonderful section I have ever seen for
growing forage crops, and it is bound to

in time, teeming with cat tie and sheep.
So gTe.it and varied are the sraas«s that
forage is aiterded the year round. It is

by all odds the greatest clover country I
have ever seen or heard of. In the Mis-
sissippi vaiiey the red clover is biennial,

but here?and the discovery surpr.sed ma
not a little?l find it perennial. I don't
k; ow how iong it will grow without ree.?wr-
ing. but I have set several ranchers to ex-
perimenting and if I live long enough w.ii
in Ume find out.

"I should like to know how meadow fes-
cue, tail oak gra»s and the rye gras,-»rs
prosper here. I should think they would
yield wonderfully because orchard grass,
belonging to the same class, is a very suc-
cessful crop.

"The rape plant, which s«ms to be al-
most unknown ii<-re. would make an excel-
lent forase crop for the farmers of w»et-
ern Washington to cultivate Last yir

I same s ->< l out and the result was
a.-tonfealng. The plants grew e.ght feet
high kci bore from KW to I'M) p-d*
with thirty seeds to the pod. In England
and Germany, where the seed la usually
grown, the seed is not over half «o pro-
lific. One acre of rape here would fatten
t»or.ty-fi\*j h-a-i of sheep. w . re east of
the Cas« ides it would not fatten rnoiv than
fifteen. Bt»:de« that, sheep could be turned
in to forage on It as early as February.

"The raising of white clover s*ed. I
think, might easily b-come a great and
profitable industry here.

"Another plant wh oh flourish?? wonder-
fully here is the vetch. It is much l.ke
the pea and is good for cutting and feed-
ing green !n summer and ripe feeding in
winter. It could be sown in the fall and
would make extremely early fattening for-
age for sheep.

"It is strange that the farmers do not at
into hog rai-ir.g here, where peas can be
grown so successfully."

Prof. Shaw is taking samples of the soil
home with him for chemical examination.
He believes the earth must be full of phos-
phoric scid and potash, but believes that
the moist climate has much to
do with the prolific grass crops.
He is writing a book on forage
crops which will be published In December.
The profe-sor goes east of the mountains
today and ».'l sp-nd several weeks '.n the
eastern part of the state.
