The surveyors g tve th<>m food enough
to satisfy their most pressing want*, but
it was not lone before the shortage was
again felt. This time they wore again
lucky, ns- eitirig the train of sheep sent into
the country last spring by Frye & Bruhn.
W. S. Courtney, of this city, was In charge
of the party. A sufficient quantity of flour
and other food was freely furnithed the
Thorp party, and they went on their way
rejolcinir. arriving at the Chi!-at river
August 12. They were down the
river to tide water by Indians In eano»-«.

This is the simple narrative of their trip
to the coast.

Nono could be had at Juneau,
and if the famine continues they will be
worth thi-jr w<-uht in »roid. Slore hordes
hav-3 been killed on the trail ever Whit#
pass, and I wonder that no men ha\e
been killed."
