Thu French warship
evttituaJiy anchored near the Standart.

standard atid the tricolor of France were
run up to the masthead. After the most
cordial greetings hid been exchanged
the AJex&ndtaa Kaamsd to Peteriiot. The
w atber wa« cloudy.

ST. PETERSBURG, Aug. 23.-From ear-
ly this moniit g there has b».en a seene of
great animation her t and a steady flow of
people toward the quay, where they em-
barked oa profusely decorated steamers to

President Faure at Cronstadt. The
magnificent park between tt.t* paiace a i
the sea a.is gloriously decorated with the
tiags of Russia and France. The streets
of Peterhof were crowd d from early morn-
irg and were gay w<th court equipages.

About lu a. m., when a message from
Crorstadt announced that the French fleet
was approaching, the czar emerged from
the Peterhof palace, entered a carriage,
drawn by two gray horses, and drove
to the landing stage. His majesty wore
the uniform of a captain in th«- Russian
navy, with the ribbon of the Legion of
lienor on his breast. Grouped at the land-
i'-8 stzgo v»<-re the court dignitaries and
the diplomatic corps.

A large fleet of pleasure steamers had by
that time- assembled In the roads, and the
most Intense enthusiasm was manifested
*!.*n the Grand Duke Alexis and Presi-
dent Faure 1 ft the Pothuau and proce< J-
ed to the Alexandria. The cxar awaited
the president at the top of the Alexandria's
gangway, and the moment M. Faure s«'t
foot on the deck of the imperial yacht
w arm embraces w« re exchanged between
the czar and the president, which were the
signal for a storm of ch»n-rs. waving of
handkerchiefs and other marks of popular
and enthusiastic delight. The sailors
manned the ship at the same time and gave
the regulation cheer for the czar and his
guest.

Wherever he
stopped on the street, a crowd of his as-

sociates and friends quickly assembled to

affairs at Hkacuay and Dyea.
In conversation with a representative

of the Post-Intclitffen<*er. Mr Clancy traxe
the following account of the Skairuay

camp, which Is Just now the center of
Interest In tb' Klondike rush:

They had plenty of Ktant
powder and dynamite, and were prepared
to obliterate all the bad places In the
road. Each gang selected Its own for. -
