A new tug and a powerful one has been
added to the fleet of towers now on the
Sound. The tug Resoiute, recently pur-
chased for $25000 by W. C. Stetson and
E. E. Caine, of this city, arrived here last
night from Yaquina bay and is lying at

the Ariington dock.

While coming in yesterday morning the
Resolute picked up the brigantine Blake-
ley, which was aground om Dungeness
spit. The Blakeley was towed to West Se-
attie, and will it up for a voyage to Dyea
and SBkaguay, leaving here the latter part
of next week. She has been codfishing in
Alaska waters during the summer.

The tug Resolute will be put on gen-
eral towing work on the Sound’a business
Just now very profitable. 8he has heen
at Yaquina harbor towing lumber-laden
salling vessels over the Columbdia river
bar. Bhe is comparatively new, having
been built in 1881 at a cost of §51.000. She
is 106 feet In Jength, 26 feet breadth of
beam and 11 feet deep, with 480 horse-
power. Her engines are fore and aft com-
pound, with a Scoteh marine bofler.
