The
cave pr viously known as Leather Stock-
liK'S IS probably not the one the writer
h 1 in n., .1. Copper is >-ajd to have
known of the existence of several caves,
and so far only two of th no have bern
found, although close explorations have
been made.

T new cave was discovered by Mr.
Salisbury, of Hartwi k. whll h>' was hunt-
ing coons on th cist side of the lake. One
of the animate dlappeared In the rocks
and was closely pursued by the hunter's
fog. Salisbury carried a hook, which he
frequently used when hunting, and at-
tempted to i .>k.- th- co >n from the crevice
he was supposed to be in. The loose ma-
terial cov«rlng the hole gave way. and the
rtfollow d th» animal Into the ro ks.
Salisbury continued to work at the spot,
and soon
enough to admit his body. He crawled
Into the hole and found himself In a cave
large enough for htm to stand erect In.
