tacles all expanded, w jtm» were pre-
served perfectly for subsequent study in
the laboratory, star fishes were eured in
splendid 'forui without the uaual repulaiva

Many other important tieuits
flowed fr ru that summer's work.

Prof. D'Arcy Thompson, the British
commissioner to investigate with Presi-
dent David Starr Jordan the life
anu coniiLon of the fur
the work Kincaid was doing ani
offered him a position similar to
the one he had hen.* if he would go with
hirr. to the University of Dundee, Scot-
land. Som * of the repreeentatives of
Columbia university, New York, also were
ifurpri-'-d at the charter of Kincaid a
work, and he was invited there under fa-
vorable term**. Prof. Kellogg, of Stanford
university, was about to sail for a vaca-
tion in Europe and Kincaid was invited
to go to Stanford as curator of entomol-
ogy at an increase of salary. The board
of regents of the University of Washing-
ton saw their way clear to keep him here,

and h« again plunged still more deeply into
the mysteries of the Puget sound fauna
and flora.

This summer he was at work in Olym-
pia collecting insects and plants when he
received an in\ltatlon from President Jor-
dan to go with him as a voluntary assist-
ant to the Pri'olMT islands. In this con-
nection I ain reminded of another charac-
teristic Incident. Pre*: lent Jordan in his
lecture on the fur seal on July 7 last
showed among other fin* illustrations a

field of beautiful flowers. After the lec-
ture he Jokinciy told Kincaid that he
would lind on th<:-*e islands Just two
beetles and one butterfly.

"Well, wo will A ?? toy specimens of
those," was the only reply.

In walking from the theater Kinoaid re-
marked in his quiet way "That is too
thin. It is impossible for all those flowers
to exist without lots of bugs," Thus he
make* of botany a hand-maiden for his
favorite entomology.

Many specimens of plants, birds, ani-
mals, fishes ar.d Injects have b»-cn dis-
covered in Washington territory and state
from time to time, but, for lack of
literature, hardly any of them have been
describe-d or named by local naturalists.
Th'*y have always been s-.mt away to ex-
perts, the only credit coming to the dis-
coverer being that illy feiven te th*About seven year* ago the family re-

N. M. That gentleman informed
him that he had about a month's time on
hand and would gladly name his bees.
Kir.caid promptly sent him the accumul-
ated b**«, about I.iOO specimens. Mr.

was evidently surprised, for
when he had worked up one box he sent
it back with this underscored injunction:
"Don't send n:»« any more be s until I ask
for them, as I have now more than 1 can
handle for a long time to com«."

This box contained twenty-two species
of the genus Osmiae. of which thirteen
are new to sci< -i. e. One he named Kin-
caidil, another Trev oris, both in honor of
the discov rer; another he named Pasco-
ensis, in honor of tha place of its discov-
ery. Colorado is the only otiur state in
the Union with so many Owmae recorded
from It, and there are but twenty-five re-
cord d from thit state, so Washington id
a close second.

Mr. Oockerell then proceeds to send
Kincaid some literature and Instructions
so that he can begin himself to work and
clasify tho fauna of Washington.

But to endeavor to adorn
ourselves 4>eycnd this point, or to dress
extravagantly, 13 the sure mark of a vain
m:r.d.
