The first aeriou* misfortune for the
Klondike and Yukon miners this aeason
came In the shape of forest flres. Since
the thaw in spring there waa practically

no r*ln and the country was unusually
dry. The latter part of June flres broke
out on Eldorado and Bonansa creaks and
for three weeks the entire diatrlct was
ahlaxe. The woods w< re afire in every
direction up and down these creeks From
there the Area worked across to Hunk r
and Oold Bottom, sweeping through the
hlll*fde« and crossing over Into the Indian
river district and continuing with un-
abated force there. N- arly the whole dis-

trict was swept by the flames and a num-
ber of cabins and food caches w.-re re-
ported destroyed.

As surveyor he has surveyed ail the claims
near Dawson and on the Klondike, and
there is no better ported man than he ->n
the Yukon gold fields.
i was told by m.n r- who have known Mr.

Ogilvie that it was very doubtful if any
interview could be secured w;th him. bit
that if one could be obtained It would be
the best possible authority that could be
quoted.

When I visited him at St. Michaels I
found a sturdy man. upwards of 45 years
of age, weighing fully &») pounds, and look-
ing as strong and sturdy as an oak. He
is quiet in manner, positive in speech, and
slow to make any statement that might
lead to misapprehension or create false im-
pressions regarding the gold diggings.

"Mr Ogilvle," I said, "the Post-Intelll-
gencer desires to secure from you an in-
terview on the Klondike gold fields, their
extent, what prospectors must expect to
endure, and. In fact, an authoritative siate-

m- nt which can be given to the w>rld from
a person wno can speak with authority."

Two days later he gave me the subjoined
liMr, For four hours I took it down

word for word as gave It.
This is the first and most complete Inter-

view g.ven by X>. Ogilvie on the Yukon,
and each and every statement Is exactly
as he made it:

"A few historical remarks of mining in
the Yukon basin will be a fitting preface
to the general a ?\u25a0?uot of the mining in-
terests at the present time. The Cassiar
d -triet, in the province of British Colum-
bia. was discovered and develoi»ed in a
tuning sense in the early seventies. Some
enterprising spirits w ho had not been suc-
cessful in that region wandered north-
ward m seat >Aof «< pr- e
or two of them reaching the head of Teslin
lak . which is drained by the Teslin river.
This the Indian name. Schwatka in h.s
trip down the Yukon in lf*3 named It the
Newberry. The miners call It the Hoota-
hnqua, by which name It Is generally
known on the Western coast, and, al-
though It is marked on all official Canadian
maps as the Teslin. and on Schwatka's of-
ficial map as the Newberry, the Hootalin-
qua will. In all probability, outlive both
names. The average miner now abbrevi-
ates it to the 'Hoot,' as with him, as with
others, time Is money, except In the use of
profanity, when, if time is money. *he is
most lavish In his exp« ndlture. There was
no practical outcome from crude at-
tempts to find gold on the headwaters f
the Yukon, and the discovery of the wvalth
of the Y'ukon valley has to be credit, d
more or less directly to some of the pioneers

Arthur Harper, Ivroy Napoleon McQues-
tion. commonly known as 'Jack.' Fr d
Hart, a man named Wilkinson, who came
down the Mackenzie from tae tineuoi f
the Northwest territory where some h i
b» en engaged in mining, and others In trad-
ing. for several years.

If you are young, strong, healthy, and
endowed with unlimited patience and for-
titude. founded on good solid principles,
of healthy, moral, vigorous manhood, and
look forward to the improvi ment of your-
self in every way as contributing to the
moral and physical advancement of man-
kind generally, add can command enou :i
means to land you at Dawson with twelve
months' supplies and the necessary Imple-
ments. I would say that you could i;ot do
any better anywhere than on the Yukog.
But if you are not healthy, havo net the
necessary patience and fortitude to >~o
through the arduous labors required of a
rran. and if you arc viciously Inclined I
would say most loudly stay away from it.
Every' dollar found there. It might be sa'd,
is the product of physical pain and misery.
In the summer there are mosquitoes innu-
merable. swamps to be traversed and
mountains to climb. Nowr. all the while
these infernal files are biting until some-
times life Itself is thought a curse. Thts
I know from actual personal experience.
I have seen vigorous, strong, hardy men
shed tears of impotent rage at these innu-
merable and almost Invisible enemies.
Now, suppose you are with miners' gum
hoots on reaching to your thighs, with h
are almost Indispensable for traveling In
that country during the summer season,
< ach weighing three or four pounds, a
heavy suit of woolen wear, blankets, pro-
visions for ten, fifteen, twenty or thirty
days, often more; axe, pi. k, shovel, and
other articles, aggregating in
all fifty, sixty., eighty and often over l"0
pounds, ail on your back, wading through
swamps, scrambling through underbrush,
climbing steep hillside, often in a blister-
ing sun, which really and truly bilster«,
all tho time perspiration (touring off «>f
you in streams, and all the time, too. tho
uhitiquous mosquito assailing you at ev-
ery vulnerable point, engaging the closest
attention at eyes, ears and hands, and
alaa too often the most pronounced attcn-
t'on of the tongue, but all of no avail.
Then again out of this, traversing the top
of a divide where the winds aim »st solid-
ify your per*piiatlon-snturat< d garments
and almost chill the marrow in your
bone*, often making your fingers so stiff
that they are almost useless. After a day
spent In this way, fancy yourself sitting
down ln a cloud of mosquitoes to a meat,
the preparation of which has co*t you up-
ward of an hour's work, consisting of sod-
den bread hastily prepared and cooked on
the fmhers of your camp fire, beans which
may be only half cooked, bacon in the
sam«* condition, a poor grade «,f coffee or
tea. badly prepared. If you Indulge in the
pipe, a smoke, then a Mil In your blank- ts
and a few boughs spread on the ground,
your head covered up to exclude the mos-
qulto, for he never rests, and such sleep
as those conditions afford, which 1 may
tell you is usually sound and sweet
enough.

"But you say: Is this all I have to look
forward to tn the Yukon?"

"Wen, if you have money and buy an in-
terest in w.me pl*c<> of established reputa-
tion, or are lucky enourh to t*» on hand
when a n*-w strike is made, you escap«,
to a certain extent, this, but if you havo
to prosp-ct for new ground months, it
may he season*, of that kind of experience
ii your lot; and. »!as, tn many ris<s,
years, generations are sp»*nt in this way!
