Yonnig Carnahan's Porty Koinf
Ahead Slowly hat Steadily.

William Carnahan. writing here from
Skaguay under date of August -X tells
his father. A. E. Carr.ahan. of this city,
the same story of obstruction, delay and
hardship at the pass that has been nar-
rated by more fluent pens. He says:

Th« Skaguay trail over White pass is
beyond
remedy. Hundreds of miners at the new
camp on the Alaska shore have given up
«11 hope of getting through this winter.
They are preparing to winter at Skaguay,
Dyea and Juneau. Hundreds mor> are
selling their outfits and preparing to re-
turn to civilisation and warm firesides in
the states.

"I suppose you w.ll be surprised :o hear
from me here: but this is as far as we
have got. Our camp is seven mues from
thi boat landing. We have 3<X) pounds f

freignt ten miies further on. and
about eight miles. The rest of our freight

is in camp. You will no doubt think we
are awfully slow. On the contrary. w>
are doing finely. We are passing Jots of
people who have bean here much longer

than w© have. It is estimated that there
are about 3,000 people camped between the
bay and the summit of the pass. \ ery

few have gotten completely over yet. and
only about a dostnn have gone on down
the riv»r. Lota of them are giving up
ev» ry day and going back. Some are
going to amp at Skaguay for the winter.
We think if we have good weather we
will get over the summit in about twen-

ty days. Ten days more will carry us to
the lakes. I am afraid we shall be too
late to start down the river, but we shall
be ready for an early start In the spring.

"It is awfully hard to get over the trai ;
there are so many horses along it. Our
curnp is right at the bottom of what :s
called Paradise ridge. We often see 5>M
or 300 horses go by in a row. If you are
(coin* that way you are O. K., but if you
hi'pp«n to be going the other way, It's
ail off. This is about the hardest work
I ever saw but I am standing it all right.

"It rained today, so wa went to town.
There are now three large steamers iu
port, and more to come. It's a shame so
many are coming so late. They will not
be able to make the first mjve this win-
ter. We hear that everything in Seattle
is ou a boom. If you see any one coming

this way, tell him not to come. A person
ought not to start with less than SI,OOO,
unless he wants to be a whole season
crossing the pa- s. The best way to go is
by the river route. It is much cheaper
and a whole lot easier. Lot- of horses are
lost here every day. The smell along
the trail Is something awful.

"We are now packing 300 pounds ten
miles a day. We hava about 3,000 pounds,
counting horse feed."

FROM SKAUIAY TRAIL.

J. W. Swope Telia of Ilia Experiences
on tt hltc Pans.

J. W. Swope, who left here on the Isl-
and- r for Alaska with a party of em-
ployes of Loueh, Augustine & Co.. writes
from the Skaijuay trial an interesting let-
ter describing the condition of the famous
pass and throwing some sidelights on the
trials of the horde of gold hunters now
stranded away up In the clouds, half-way
I tween the sea and the lakes.

Describing the weather on the trail, he
says that during the day it is often clear,
hut with the nincht comes a heavy fog,
and this soon turns into rain. Two nights
the party slept in the rain, but the third
was quite comfortable, except for the wet
blankets.

Mr. Swope says he saw many at the
foot of the pass that came from Seattle.
Among these were George B. Kittlnger,
Mr. Parker and others. This is the In-
struction Mr. Swope gives to the corre-
spondents of those now at Sicaguay:
"When you mall a letter here, drop in
your Utter and a nickel." It is presumed
he means that the postage to Skaguay is
6 cents.

Again he says: "We heard that the
Portland came in with S\<YX),OOO. Is that
so? I? so, the people will be crazier than
ever."

A few hardy spirits, animated by grim
determination to do or die. have remained
on the trail and will camp where their
goods lie till the first freeze comes this
fall. Then they will be able to cross the
bogs that make the trail a terror alike
for man and beast, and when snow flies
they hope to penetrate the Y'ukon valley
by dog sled.

This is the story brought down from
Skaguay by Harry Frederick, a well
knewn young business man of this city.

Mr. Frederick went to Skaguay August
12 for the purpose of ascertaining what,
if any. Inducement there might he for
one to embark in business there. He re-
turned heme on the steAmer Rosalie,
which left the camo of disheartened geld
hunters Monday, arriving here yesterday
morning.

Mr. Frederick gave the names of the
following Seattle men who are now at
Skaguay.. unabie to cross the summit:
Capt. Harry Struve and party, who were
bound for Stewart river; George Noble,
Wesley Young. John B. Wing, Georga
Allen, the Km of ex-Senator John B. Al-
ien; Pave Boyd, A. J. Madigan. John
Mather, Ben Trenaman, formerly in-
structor at tha Seattle Athletic Club;
Julius Augustine. Mat Scurry and party,

Frank Boarman. H. S. Turner, J. Evans,
and Mr. Haddock. The outlook for any
of th'-se getting over the trail before win-
ter sets in is very dubious, says Mr. Fred-
erick.

Dim E.N BACK BY TUB MID.

The trail had been closed for three days

by the miners, and a goodly number of
them set to work blasting out the ob-
structions that li<y in their pathway to

the gold fields beyond the mountain bar-
rier. Others went to work to corduroy

the road where rain and the bogs had
made th© trail impassable for either men
or animals. A t< w of the worst spots
were fixed, and then the horde of miners
began to grow impatient for another
trial at the pass. On Monday morning
last, the trail was opened. At daybreak
2,000 men and as many horses stood
ready to cross over. Some of the firf-t
succeeded in getting a little way. The
first that went over the soft places, where
logs had been laid In an effort to make
It a corduroy road, spoiled the trail, ar.4
made it as bad as before. The logs and
timbers slipped quickly out of place, th, re
being no founiation to the road. Added
to this, came rain and cold, chilling
blasts on the tops of the mountains.
Horses sank down beneath tbeir burdens
ard di< d. In a little while the trail was
again blocked and hundreds of angry, des-
perate men turned back, cursing their
fate and the man who built the trail.

Four Arjjoiiauta tome Back From

PORT TOWN BEND. Sept. 4.? Steamer
Al-Ki, which left Skaguay August 27. ar-
rived here tonight with twenty-four pas-
sengers, four of whom went north for
the purpose of entering the gold fields.
They started over the pass, but became
discouraged, and after selling their out-
fits. returned to Skaguay.

W. S. Morley, of Seattle, who went
north on tho ill-fated Mexico, was a re-
turning passenger on the Al-Ki. He and
his partner succeeded in reaching a point

about twenty miles from Skaguay, and
there he became discouraged and sold out

to his partner. They had 2.G00 pounds of
freight and one horse. Morley says only

a very few will reach the lakes this win-
ter, as the mud is now waist deep and
the trail is practically impassable.

Gen. J. S. Wither, paymaster U. S. A.,

at San Francisco, who left for the north
August 2 for the purpose of starting his
two sons over the trail, returned on the
Al-Ki. He says h.s sons are well equipped
and will undoubtedly reach the lakes in

a short time.
On her up trip the Al-Ki broke one of

her propeller blade-s, which caused two
days' delay.

Ooe Sinn Got Over Skaguay Trail?
What Kills Horses.

PORT TOWNSEND, Sept. 4.? Frank L.
Crampton, of Mount Vernon, is one of the
passengers down from Skaguay on the
Queen. He went up to look over the situ-
ation, and took a tr.p over both pulses.
He sa>a that the killing of horses is caused
largely by novices, who do not know how
to load them. In many instances the pack
saddles are allowed to wear groat holes in
the horses' backs.

The men who are fixing the trail expect

to profit by it. Thi« has been decided by
the vigilance committee, and no man can
goon the trail with packs without a certif-
icate lrom the secretary that he has done
so much worn on the trail. One man,
whom Mr. Crampton saw, had not gotten
all his outfit over the trail when it was clos-
ed for travel. The committee refused to let
him take the remainder of his pack over.
His entreaties did no socd. In desperation

he went back and got a Winchester and
two revolvers, and h« held up the com-
mittee and went through.

At Djeu and the ennaoot pass the condi-
tions are much the same as on the Skag-
uay trail. The price for packing by the
Indians is 3s cents per 100, and ail classes
of Indians are employed. Tents are scat-
tered every twenty feet along the trail.
The trail Is lined with tired and distressed
men from one end to the other.
