Being surrounded by fresh water, vessels
would always depart with clean bottoms,
thus avolding the expense of docking.
League island is in close proximity to coal
and iron mines. It iz within the confines
of a large city, where the skilled labor nec-
essary to the conduct of a mavy yard
abounds.

Slightly changing the phraseology of this
memorial, the location of Lake Washing-
ton responds almost remarkably to the
qualifications called for by a naval sta-
tion on the Pacific coast no less than on
the Atiantie.

At an-
other stage it looked as If the British pre-
mier intended to make advances to Rus-
sia, and the notable speech in which he ad-
mitted that England had taken the wrong
path when she humiliated Russia in the

interests of Turkey, was received as an in-

dication that a better understanding had |
been reached during the visit of the young |

czar to the queen.
All these plans, if they were plans,
have pone askew. Russia is evidently
bent upon mortifying Great Britain in re-
venge, and she has shrewdly selected as
her aid in that project the country with
which England would have been most
likely to affliate. The insular antipathy

during the time of Napoleon I. almost
died out under the tactful administration
of Napoleon III. Concurrent with this
was an increased ill will o and jealousy
of Germany, which has been aggravated
by the course of Emperor Willlam. Any
aillance between Germany and England
is now out of the Qquestion, and Great
Britain stands more isolated than she has
been in half a century.

The growth of Russia is one of
the most astounding events of this cen-
tury. The liberal policy inaugurated

twenty years ago has not only brought {5 -
! ing.

more contentment to the people, but has
wonderfully stimulated the commercial
spiritt. Hemp and lumber are no longer
the only important exports of that
country. Internal deveiopment has also
gone on rapidly and rallroads have been
bulit in every direction. The people have
advanced, their wants are greater, and
the government has fostered them by en-
couraging manufacturing to such an ex-
tent that the people are rapidly becoming
