In the first assortment, the clerks na-
turally look at the last part of the ad-
dress for the state or country to which
the mail is going, and throw it into sep-
arate pouches for various routes or
states or cities. Instead of stopping in
the middle of a rush to correct little er-
rors, the clerks lay such matter aside and
go on with the work by getting as“much
as possible of the mall on hand off pn the
first dispatcn. To Place stamps properly
is also important where canceling ma-
chines are used. By an unnatural ar-
rangement of an address a letter is, in

the first place, likely to be missent,
When a letter arrives in a city among
the city mail, the street and number

are looked for aud little notice is taken
of the name of the add:ess or of the
state.

Generally the street, and perhaps the
number also, can be founa, even if the
letter should have gone to another part
of the country, and the mistake Is not
discovered until the letter carrier has
tried to deliver the letter. Even then the
real mistake is not discovered, for the
letter i8 turned over to the directory
searchers, who, of course, pay no at-
tention to the address. If they do not
find the name in the directory, they mark
the letter accordingly and send it to the
general delivery division, where is it
