Coutts left his house on hor-eback to go
to Joseph Linton's, across the mountains,

two or three miles distant. His wife and
mo n. Ralph, were still In tied, as he rode
away. A quarter of a mile south of his
house, the road passes the cabin which
r>orgf Strfngham had built on the dis-
puted ground, and In the doorway of
wblch ft utts killed him. From the win-
dow. about thirteen Inches square, facing
tea arils the road, a Winchester bull« t. was

tired at Coatl», and struck him la the

right breast, passing through his body and
out at the I-"ft shoulder. He - reamed five
times and his wife and son, half dressed,

ran up to find him dead. Footprints In
the dust of the cabin, which had long been
unoccupied, and an empty 4-VTO Winches-
ter cartridge, proved that the shot had
been fired from here.

N'es l", who rolled off clear of the
tracks, arose juat in lime to witness the
fcrm of h* r husband as it struck the
ground. She rush dto where h' fell and
was frantically trying to recall life to him
when the train backed up and the train
crew and some of the passengers reached
the scene of the accident. A glance was
sufficient to tell thas Nesbttt's death had
come instantly. The body was picked up
U nderly and put on th>» train and brought
to San i Point. B sides the widow, he
leaves three children.

Tanner, who be-
longs to the eame stable and who was
cmipled in the betting with Endymlon,
finished second, three lengths behind,
Neptune, a green 3-year-old, being beaten
away off. The stable declared to win with
Endymion. who was we.ll ridden by
Schults, the trainer of the staiMe, Leslie
Galbraith having the mount on Tanner.
McDonald piloted Neptune. The time. 2:12,
is the fastest ever made In the Northwest
for the distance, and compares favorably
with that made by Eastern stake horses.
Endj inion and Tanner are owned by J. N.
Borcher, of Salem, Or. A handsome silver
cup was awarded to the trainer of the win-
ing horse by C. A. Harrison, the official
starter, and one of the leading spirits in
the asrociaJtion.

AN ADVANCE IN LUMBER.

Movement "turted by smnl] Mills
Mr«*ts Willi (oncnt nt l.aritr One*

?l'.veri tiling Kl»r (ioinK I p.

lACOMA. Sopt. 11. Representatives

from thirty-two lumber concerns doing
business tn Western Washington met to-
day in tho parlors of the Hotel Chllberg
and decided to advance the pri< e of lum-
ber $l a thousand on common grades ind
12 on choice stock. These advances were
arrived at after a lengthy discussion on
the outlook and condition, in which deal-
ers from Oray's Harbor. Olympla, Ccn-
t "-alia, Wlnlock and Kent, representing
the smaiiur mills on the Sound, were
hei rd. W. P. Sargeant. the Buckley lum-
berman, was the prime mover in the prop-
osition. everything he had to say ap-
pearing to have great weight with tho*
In attendante.

The outcome of the movement will bo
w.itched w-ith cotsiderable Interest, for
the reason that the advance in pric--s

has been inaugurated by tha small mills
which ha\ e heretofore been considered
th« discordant element of the big <4>n-

\u25a0 »mi of the Sound. Many of th- se small
milts w re opjvised to the big PadflO
coast trust, which a few months ago
threw up tho sponge, and which en-
d-avored to raise the prii es all along
the line. Whether these concerns will
n w consent to raise the prico to the
standard arrived at by the mills in ques-
tion remains to be seen, although it a
quite probable that they will, as they
are all in the business for what there is
to it.
