Past, was taken into custody yesterday
afternoon by Deputy Marshal McLaugh-
lin at the direction of Agent of the Treas-
ury George W. Whitehead, and brought
to this city for arraignment before a Fed-
eral court commisstoner,

Yes Gee stands charged with congpliring
to, and abetting, the unlawful admission
of Chinese into the United States. He was
arraigned before United States Commis-
sioner Kelfer yesterday afternoon, and re-
leased on $1.000 bonds. His examination
will be held September 18

Yee Gee was brought to the city yester-
day on the Kingston by Special ' gent Les-
lle Cullom, Special Agent Whitehead, of
New York, and C. E. Lewls, a special em-
pioye .of the department. The three offi-
clals have been engaged for mors than a
week past unearthing evidence showing
that gross frauds have been perpetrated on
the government in the matter of the ex-
emination and admission of Chinese into
the United States. Mr. Whitehead is in
charge of the investigation. He was sent
here from Washington two weeks ago,
with special and explicit instructions to
probe the matter to bedrock, as they say
at Dawson.

Mr. Whitehead was selected by the de-
partment for this very important mission
because of his long service and varied and
1 valuable experience gained in his twen-
| ty-five years of service in the department,
{ ferreting out rascals In the customs sery-
{ fce. His headquarters have been at Ni-

agara Falls, and In his time he has seen

service along the Canadian boundary line,
on the Mexican frontier and at other
points In the United States. About a year
| ago he was sent out to make an examina-
| tion of the district embraced in the special
i agency of which Special Agent Leslie Cul-
lom is in charge.
| Mr. Lewis was employed in the work of
bringing to justice the ring of Chinese
and oplum smugglers, of which Mulkey,
! of Tacoma, was one of the main spirits.

Although the officlals will not discuss
the matter at all, it is easy to see that
a thorough Investigation of the frauds
| is to be made. What will be the out-
| come cannot be predicted with certainty
{ at this time. The treasury officlals and
i employes are extremely reticent when
asked for information.

This is the welght of the monster tor-
toise which the Hon. Walter Rothschild |
has imported from Mauritius and placed |
in the London “200."” The new arrival is
supposed to be about 30 years old, though |
fts history can be traced for only 180 |
yvears, during which perfod it was owned |
by branches of tha same famlly. The
tortoise Is flve feet six inches from head
to tall over the curve of the shell, It eata
cabbages and coarse vegetables and ie very
fcnd of carrots. It is not possible to say
whether it has attained its full size. This
is by no means the heaviest of these crea-
tures known. Mr. Rothschild imported
one 8 years old which weighed 870 pounds
and was still growing when it died.
