ent wheat crop Is harvested and sold
within the next few weeks, there will re-
main. after all debts are paid, a heavy
su-plus for investment In the hands of
Eastern Washington farmers, and thou-
sands of acres which have been on th*
market at any price which would afford
a margin over incumbrances, will be
promptly withdrawn from sal*. There is
l.ttle question that the farm lands of
Eastern Washington will command as
high a price today as th«y did In the most
prosperous season; for as a matter of
frfd, they never, in the beat of times,

were held at figures higher than their
Intrinsic value. The advance In farm
values In Eastern Washington will, in all
probability, be fully Mm per cent, over
the finurea of iaat year, and there will be
little difficulty In disposing of lands at

?uch figures. The rurplus which a til re-
main in the hands of the wheat-farmers
will naturally seek Investment In farm
lands, according to th* almost universal
rule In farming communities Each proa-
l»erous farmer will seek to extend his
a reage by buying "the land which ad-
Joins him."

The increase in the price of aheat Is
but one Item in the net gain which ha*
folloaed to the farmers of this state by
reaaon of the return of prosperity.

* TURK IT FROM MU.KVM\A.
The message of the president of the

Argentine republic, recommending higher

duties on Imports from the United Bates,
In return for the Dlngley tariff, is hailed
by free tiade writers as an evidence that
a policy of retaliation Is to commence
against this country, and that commer-
cial reciprocity with the South American
?tates Is further off than ever.

In the first place it is not at all prob-

able that th»r Argentine congress will fol-
low the suggestion of the president, and
If It did so. the remedy Is entirely in
our own hands. The provisions of the
Dtngley bill do not discriminate against

Argentina The wool tariff, against

which complaint Is particularly directed,

applies precisely the same to all coun-
tries; to Au-tralia m< well aa to tina.
There la nothing In Ita provisions to In-

vito retaliation. Should, however, Ar-
gentina directly discriminate against this
country In a tariff law. that c u try w uld

then become the aggressor In a tariff war.
and would Invite retaliation, which would
very quickly bring her to term*. A dis-
criminating duty against Argen'ln? wools

would practically exclude them from the
American markets; ant! the loss of the

American markets for wool would be the
ruin of the greatest Industry of Argen-

tina A government which Invited by Ag-

gressive scion auth a rstallf.ory policy

a« this, would rot stand up very long un-
der the weight of popular clamor which
would follow the ch.-lng of tUa American
market to Argentina wool.

As far a« the wool of Argentina Is con-
cerned. Ita loan would make very little dif-
ference to Am> rl -an minufacturers. The
necessary supply can be dr.;wn fsom other
countries, or better sthl. can be raised ot
home, as It undoubtedly soon will be un-
der the stimulus of the protection to w.iol
afforded bv the pinglry bill. Since the

In the United Sates h«.s nearly doubled,
and the price wool has advanced to a
p>lnt wh«re Ita production will as.i'.n be-
come profitable. This advantage and gain
to American farmers will certainly far
more than compensate tha people of the
United Htatea for any slight loss which
mlsht follow should Argentina be rash
enough to entsr up. n the suicidal policy
of Imposing discriminating duties upon
American products and thus Invite the in-
evitable retails'lon.
