NEW YORK Sept. 3-Before Mayor
St-oT?g'« administration goes out ft w<ll
assist at the demolition of the last im-
portant relic jn New York of one of the
no«r hold and unprincipled political in-
trigues of th" early of this republic.
It is the building in which Aaron Burr
« hemed th"><e enterprises which have
left hi* ti£m» dishonored. and it is an in-
teresting fact that the building 1? now
and wias been for some time the property
of Tom Piatt. the Republican boss of
New York against whose machinations
the clti*ens of rhe new greater city are
now in a fair way of winning a famous
victory. Burr's old office in Reide street,
near Center occupies part of the land
chosen and condemned by the municipal-
ity for the «lte of the new hall of records
?the structure which is to accommolate
the finance, tax. law. surrogate. renter
and r, unty clerk departments of the city

government. I don't know whether Mr.
Piatt is supersrt'tous but it is reckoned
by those who disagree with his Idei of
politics and government that It will be an
appropriate ending of the reform admin-
istration to destroy what is at once a re-
minder of an old-time, disgraced political
trickster and 'plotter, and a pe- possession
of the men who it held to be In a remark-
able degree the counterpart of that "evil
genius of the century."

All that retlwined of Col. Aaron Burr,

the brilliant man of letters, the dashing
soldier the forceful lawyer, the indul-
gent friend, the generous, kind-hearted
father and th<* gay. beloved beau, has
disappeared. With the passing of his
office at No. 11 Reade street a pulpit
prophecy uttered at the time of his
death will come true. "The memory of
the unrepentant murderer and traitor."
said this prophecy, '"whose hands are
stained with the blood of Hamilton, lives
now only to be exe-rated: and before
the end of this century the last land-
mark which will recall his actual being
will have passed away, and he will live
only In history as the traitor who tried
to disrupt this republic in its Infancy."
There stands, however, across the street
from the Burr office. one of the water

tanks which recalls one of his craftiest
successes. This cannot be torn down
until the charter of one of the largest
of the Wall street banking houses is
revised by the legislature. How this
bank came to be operated under the
charter of a water supply company is
an Interesting story. In 17!>9 there was
only one chartered bank in New York.
As it was controlled by Hamilton and
the Federalists (Burr's opponents) and as
its managers prevented the establish-
ment of any rival, some Republicans
called Aaron Burr to/help them start a
bunk. Burr drew up a seemingly inno-
cent measure incorporating a company
to supply the city with pure water. Of
course, the legislature passed the hilt
not observing, sny more than congress
did in the recent Dingley bill, that there
was a clause in it at variance with its
apparent intentions. This clause pro-
vided that the surplus capital of the
water company might be employed in
any transaction not Inconsistent with
the laws of the state. Immediately a
capital of $2,000,000 was forthcoming for
the founding of a bank. One or two cis-
terns were built, and some wooden pipes
laid, and by maintaining the tank at
Reade and Center street the banking com-
pany pretended to B able to act UP t*

its charter as a company supplying New-
York city with water.

It was in the room now used by
the policeman's family in entertaining com-
pany that Burr wrote his challenge to
Hamilton, plotted to disrupt the republic,
and first met and determined to marry the
charming widow Jum< I. She. if 1 remem-
ber rigbtly. came from Rhode Island and
claimed to be a descendant <\t Hugh Capet,
the founder of the ro> al house of Bourbon
in France. Burr already had been the hus-
band of the "Widow Prevost." whom he
met when a young, gill int. loyal officer of
Washington's army. To her he had been
faithful, but hits chicaneries had meanwhile
changed nature, and the widow Jumel
r<-gretted marrying him in the tl ijs after
the change.

Except that he met the
widow Jumel there, and w.»n her for a
brief time, he found no mor> success in the
theater of his early triumphs?those tri-
umphs which held each a sad peiiil.vnt of
disaster.
