I'*) MuUc» u Statement.
President of the Board of Regents John

P. Fay made this statement yesterday
concerning President Edwards' removal
and the nsis that exists at the univer-
sity:

"1 believe that the preamble and reso-
lutions adopted by the board of regents
this morning fuily state the Issues raised
between the board and President Edwards.
1' is a matter of deep regret on my pari
that President Edwards could not brinx
himself t\u25a0*> work in harmony with the board
of regents. We have only one ambition In
