William Moore, the father of Bernard
Moore made certain small improvements
at Skaguay but with no idea of any per-
manent residence there or any intention
to apply to the proper authorities of the
I'r.ited States government for any entry

of land. When the discovery of gold in
the Yukon country aroused a general in-

terest and Skaguay. by reason of Its lo-
cation to the pass or aateway to the in-
terior. became a starting point for the
trip inland, Moore conceived the idea of
approp riating to himself all the land on
Skiguay bay for the p-;rp>se of conveying
it to th> British.
