We are now out of the region of
theory throngh which the country
passed during the presidential cam-
paign and the debates on the tariff in
congress, We have arrived at that
point where the proof of the pudding is
to be determined in the eating.

The staple products of Puget sound
are iunber and coal. Lumber is easily
accessible, and has therefore formed a
much more congiderable share than
coal, which ean only be obtained at a
considerable outlay beyond that re-
quired for a skid road and a temporary
camp. The extent of the coal fields of
Western Washington has long been
known and highly eulogized, but their
development has been retarded of late
years by the competition of Australian
vessels, which carried coal to San Fran-
elsco almost as ballast-—natarally our
principal market—and took away
wheat in retarn. Our mines could not
compete with such cheap transporta-
tion, and our trade has languished un-
til the present time. |

Since the Dingley tariff went into ef-
foet the number of mills has increased
congiderably, but what is of more im-
portance, the loggers are receiving bet-
ter prices, and the millmen as well as
the employes are able to make a profit,
For the past three or four years lumber
and its products have been
from Puget sound in enormous quanti-
ties, but it s well known that this was
done only for the purpose of keeping
