\Urrsnta Be Preaeated.

OLYMPiA. Oct. 21.?The following ap-

peal to th# patriotic insUnct® of th# state
offtera and employe* w*s yesterday
adopfd by the »ute board of land com-
missioners.

"To State Officers and Other State Em-
ployes: Th# laws of tfi« "tute provide that
th»i permanent school f :nd. as it accumu-
lates in the hands of the state treasurer,
may be invested in state warrants at par.
This is an ex'Client provision for many
reasons. State warrants are the very best
of -<*. uritieji. the interest which they draw
lw .i greater return for th« investment,
taking into consideration the absolute se-
cui.ty of auch investment, than can la
realized frcra othar sources, and providt-3
a g-xj.i in< ome for the eurremt school funds
of the atate. And the further excellent
reison?the greater the income from the
jierm inent school fund, the proportions'e-
ly less sum is required from general tax-
ation for the support of the common
schools of the state.

"Th# continual Investment of this ar.d
other atate funds in atate warrants tends
to retain this money within the state. liut
wn«n such warrants are sold to the banks
and others who deal in auch a«ourltleß.
they will soon thereafter find their way
East, and then th# principal as well as the
Interest which arc imulate* must, when
paid, be sent out of th# state.

"Every employs of the «a:e should con-
sider it a duty, as well as a privilege, to
do his part towarda keeping the several
funds of the state well invested. When ho
receive* par for the salary he has agreed
to accept from the state the latter has per-
formed ail of the contract that can b#
reasonably expected frcm It In this par-
ticular. Besides It shoula not be forgotten
that If the last legislature had not made
