it veminent for Cuba, and not treating
Cuba as a province of Spain. us was the
system in Porto Rico. The party- adopted
a platform, and in VM offered a complete
programme of autonomy for the consider-
ation of the country. A peaceful agita-
tion of this autonomy programme was
then inaugurated. In I*SS for the first
time a minister of a Libera! cab.net lienor
Maurau, saw the mistake of the rule
known aa 1'assimilation." which treated
Cuba aa a Spanish province, and he pre-
sented a plan of reforms. This was
strongly opposed, and after two y are of
discussion. It was found impossible to
put the plan through th* cortes. Then a
compromise reform measure was framed,
which acknowledged the personality of
Cuba as a separate body, but under the
Spanish flag. These reforms having been
c nsldred insufficient on account of the
state of the island. Premier Cariovas pro-
ceed d to enlarge them his plan t- ing,
however, short of at solute autonomy.

minority, and proclilir* that autonomy
has always been d"mand«d by the home-
rf le party of Cuba.
