The emrloyers' liability bill, which was

adopted on Thursday by the Fren h chim-
in r of deputies, is of a drastic char act r.
It imposts upon the employer the pay-
ment of an indemnity to workmen who
are actually d sab ed, if th y are made
idle for over four days. If a workman s
disabled for ten days, the employ t mus;
pay him a p-~ si n of two-th rd< o* his
wages lest ard in the case of parti.il (l i-

sb'cmsnt. the employ r must a so pay h m
two-tMrdg of the w g s thereby I st. In
the ease of temporary di*ahl»ment, the
employer must pay ? a!f the *>;»< the
workman thereby loses and in the case of
death by accident the employer must pav
a pension to the workman's w!d w
amounting to TO per c< nt. of the wages he
earned, in addition to 15 per cent, for a
single child, rising to 40 per ent. for fo sr
children, until they reach the age of IS.
In the case of orphans, the pension to be
paid by the emrsloyer ia 20 pr cent, of
the wages formerly earned by the wo k-
man for each ch id, up to a total of SO per
cent. In the case of bach-lnrs support-
ing their parents, the indemnity goes to

th« parents. In order to secure these pay-
ments. even in the event of employers' In-
solvency. the bill conip Is employe s to in-
sure their workmen against accident.

A Move for Dreyfniw' I*ur«loH.

There seems to be some substance be-
hind the latest agitation in behalf of Capt.
Alfred Dreyfuss. the French artillery of-
ficer who. in 1896, on conviction by c urt-
martial on the charge of s-1 Ing important
military plans to agents of a foreign & v-

More-
over. the British negotiators for a sett ia-
m nt of the Niger question have been in
Paris for over a wr-ek. and everything
points to Great Britain seeking to let
matters drag. Seemingly she does not In-
tend to discuss the question, but means
will undoubtedly be found to foil these
tactics."

Then the situation w.i» further aggra-
vated by the reply of the British colonial
office. Issued the same day, declaring: that
there did not seem to be :»ny reasonable
t"Hr of complications at Ni'xki capital of
the territory, "provided the
French government behaves reasonably."
