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THE DECLINE OF POPULISM.

The causes which led to the spread
of Populism were very sad, Mistaken
though many men were who joined the
ranks of the party led by Bryan last
year, commiseration must be extended
to them, for the extent of the suffering
through which the people had passed
can scarcely be conceived. Not only
were laborers compelled to wander the
streets In enforced idleness, but many
men who had by thrift and self-denial
saved up enough to partly buy a home
or lay by modest savings for old age,
gaw them all swept away through in-
ability to meet their engagements and
through the closing of banks. Many
people who, as small investors, had
placed their hard-earned surplus 4n
mortgage companies, found the values
of their securities so depreciated that
the property was scarcely worth fore-
closing oh, and under an accumulation
of delinguent taxes which they could
not pay, saw the security pass entirely
beyond their reach, the buyer paying
e¢nough, In turn, for it when he had
met the arrears.

It was not only the man whose usual
wage was $2 a day who sulfered.
There were tens of thousands who or-
dinarily enjoyed good incomes and who
owned their homes, who had scarcely
enough food in their houses to keep
their familles from starving. In less
degree, there were many more who suf-
fered in the deprivation of clothes and
the little niceties of life to which they
had been accustomed; and the despair-
ing faces of men, the pinched, patient,
wan faces of women were seen on
every side,

And there seemed no prospect of re-
lief. So long had the depression lasted
that the bravest hearts became atro-
phied and life looked like a future ouly
of increasing want and more intense
misery. Is it any wonder that in those
murky waters people grasped at any
straw of hope held out? 1s it any won-
der tRat in the darkness they turned
to the only giimpse of light offering,
although that were only, as they now
know, the ignis fatuus of a chimera?

But now all is changed. As in a pro-
longed winter it is hard to believe that
summer will ever come again, as 'n
the midst of sodden crops lying on the
field, too low-priced to be worth har-
vesting, it I8 not easy to foresee the
rich, ripened grain growing like
sheaves of gold ready for a dollar mar-

ket, so it was difficult for men to feel
faith in a return of the
prosperity.

But now it has come; and amid the
rejoicing songs of happy hearts, and

THE ISSUE IN OHIO.

Mark Hanna is the issue in Ohio, al-
though he is not on any of the tickets.
The campaign is being pursued with
apparent activity, but the fact is that
the Democrats have given up all hope
of carrying the state, and are directing
all their energies toward securing
members of the legislature. Bushnell's
re-election as governor is conceded
by anywhere from forty to seventy-five
thousand majority, and the Republican
newspapers are making fun of Mr.
Chapman, the Democratic candidate,
whose meetings are so thinly attended
that his journey through the state is
very lonesome.

The opposition to Hanna in the Re-
publican party is chiefly in Cleveland
and Cincinnati. The opposition in
Cleveland is led by Robert McKisson,
who is serving his second term as
mayor of that city, He is professing
this time to be supporting Hanna, but
his loyalty is very much questioned,
and he has contributed to that feeling
by devices to make it appear that he
is a more important man than Hanna.
On a recent occasion he was invited to
attend a dinner at which Mr. Hanna
and others were to be present, but he
did not go, and the company was kept
waiting half an hour for him. He was
also expected to be on the stage with
United States Senator Allison and a
distinguished party. There the meet-
ing was opened after waiting half an
hour for him, and in the midst of a
speech by Aliison the young mayor ap-
peared, entered the hall, followed by a
band, and strode to the front of the
stage. He was accompanied by all the
municipal employes, evidently drilled
to make a demonstration and magnify
the importance of the mayor so that
Mr. Hanna might be impressed. It is
only justice to McKisson to say that
he has announced his intention to sup-
port Hanna entirely in the interest of
Republican harmony, and not because
he pretended any personal friendship,
He has given assurances that eight out
of the eleven candidates for the legis-
lature in Cuyahoga county were bound
by personal pledges as well as political
obligations to vote for Hanna for sen-
ator.

One singular feature of the campaign
is that while the labor agitators are
against him, Hanna's own men, to
the number of between three thousand

and four thousand, are taking a most |

active part in his interest. It is not
the subserviency of employes, but an
earnest espousal of his cause,

The Democrats are badly split up,
and matters have not been made any
better by the candidacy of McLean. It
is said that he has an unfortunate rec-
ord, and his youth was marred by in-
cidents for which he has been forgiven
since he became wealthy, but are not
agreeable material in the hands of a
political enemy. Mr. McLean has had
the good sense to withdraw, although
he has been generous and has con-
tributed very liberally to the Demo-
cratic campaign fund. It is said that
he had furnished funds to every Demo-
candidate for the legislature who
would accept them, exacting nothing—

partment. Its special function is to
collect, compile and distribute the re-
ports of diplomatic and consular offi-
cers upon questions affecting the trade
between the United States and foreign
countries. It may be zaid, in justice,
that these reports are not only valu-
able in themselves, but are made more
80 by the careful and intelligent edit-
ing, which groups subjects so that they
may be readily referred to, and this is
made still more convenient by the ex-
cellent index which accompanies each
number. Periodically, also, a separate
volume is issued giving a general in-
dex to subjects and countries, covering
a specified number of volumes.

If the same system were adopted
with reference to internal commerce,
as it could be under one general bureau
of information, much of the money
spent on official publications would not
be wasted as it now is, not because the
information is not afforded, but be-
cause it is difficult to find in the mass
of fugitive documents,

What does Tacoma expect to accomplish
by all this post-mortem row about Secre-
tary Alger's order relative to the St
Michael reserve? Is it not enough that the
secretary furnishes a specific and absolute
guaranty that all corporations and persons
will be treated alike? Does it think he
will vielate his pledge?

No one, not even Tacoma, dis-
putes that military control at St. Michael
is essential to protection of life and prop-
erty and preservation of public order. In
order to give the military police powers,
it was necessary toscreate a reserve.

He has done all he can. No further assur-
ance is needed, or, if given, would benefit
any one. If it had been his purpose to
discriminate—which undoubtedly it was
not—he could not do it without gross vio-
lation of his word. If he were base
enough to do that, all the further prom-
fzes, pledges and orders he could make
would avail nothing.

What? A shingle trust? Washington
mills going to shut down during the win-
ter in order to prevent demoralization of
the market? Where are our Populist
orators that they suffer this trespass onthe
rights of free commerce and the liberties
of the workingman? To be sure, If the
mills continuve operation and overstock
the market, there will be so great a slump
in prices that they will perforce have to
shut down anyway, and many of them,
having been hard hit by unprofitable
fales, may not resume. But that does not
affect the argument. Let us hear from
the thunderous jawsmiths who wear out
the soles of their shoes standing on street
corners and the seats of their trousers sit-
ting on inviting store boxes, in the inter-
ests of the dear people. The shingle mai-
ers who have created a great industry
and given remunerative employment to
thousands of workingmen do not know
how to run their business for the greatest
good to the greatest number.
