ADMITTING CHINESE CHILDREN.

The Recent Decision of Judge Han-
ford Followed Precedents.
8pecial Dispatch to the Post-Intelligencer.
PORT TOWNSEND, Oct. 31L—Attorney
A. R. Coleman, who defended the case of
the Chinese boys whom the treasury
agents recently attempted to have deport-
ed, makes an interesting reply to those
who have attempted to show that Judge
Hanford’s decision allowing the boys to
remain In this country is a new way of
opening the gates to the fraudulent ad-
mission of the wives and children of Chi-
nese merchants doing business in this
country. According to Mr. Coleman's
statement the decision given by Judge

| Hanford is directly in line with a decision

of the United States supreme court, as
well as with long practice of the treasury
department.

“A decision precisely similar to that
rendered a few days ago by Judge Han-
ford was handed down by Chief Justice
Fuller on March 14, 1882. Tt was in the
case of Lau Ow Bew, a Chinese merchant
of-Portland, who was refused admission

on his return to San Francisco because |

he did not have the
required by the act of congress of July 5,
1884. The federal court and the federal
court of appeals both ruled against allow-
ing him to remain, but the supreme court
reversed the case. and said that to require
the Chinese govermnent to certify that a
certain man was a merchant in the United
States would be ‘absurd, ridiculous and
unjust." It is the law of the land that any
man’s wife and children are entitled to the
same rights and privileges as the husband
and father, and, as Judge Hanford held,
the courts are bound to follow the prin-
ciple laid down by the supreme court in
the Lau Ow Bew case.

SAN FRANCISCO. Oct. 31,—The steam-
ship Peru, which arrived today from
Yokohama and Kongkong, via Honolulu,

On the night of October 2 at 2:4 o'clock
