To the Editor: It is to the writer a mat-
ter of marvel that any on# acquainted
with standard grammarians, or. better
?till, with English literature should either
question the correctness or fail to per-
ceive the beauty of Mr. Kipling's use of
the singular verb after the two nouns in
the first line of the second stanxa of his
noble recessional. There are three incon-
trovertible facts that should forever fn-t-

--tle the matter in the minds of any who
are in doubt:

First?lt is a canon of English gram-
mar that when two or more singular
nouns can and naturally do suggest one
essential thing or thought such conjoined
nouns permit, if they do not absolutely re-
quire, the singular verb.

Second?lt is a canon of grammar that
the writer rather than the reader decides
whether In a united or in a separate sense
such conjoined nouns are to be taken.

Third (and most important)? The mas-
ters of o'ir literature have aeain and
again, lika Kipling, so employed the sin-
gular verb with conjoined nouns, the ef-
fect of:»-n being most striking and
beautiful.

To say nothing of Illustrations from our
English Scriptures like the familiar dox-
ology of the Lord's Prayer. "Thine Is the
kingdom, and the pu»i-r, and the glory."
