Not*d mining characters from ail parts
of the world are assembled on the Klon-
dike to participate to a more or less ex-
tent In the great output of gold, and to
the old miners and the tenderfeet alike
the sag® of them all is Henry Thibert. a

fench Canadian, to whom the honor be-
longs of having first discovered gold on
the Cassiar bar on the Scickeen river.
The sufferings tha: this man endured ire
almost unparalleled in North American
history. In four : ears, when the great
belt of country north of the American
boundary was in comparative darkness,
and waa Just emerging from being under
the espionage of the Hudson Bay Com-
pany. Thibert started on a perilous Jour-
ney of MOO miles by way of the Great
Slave lake and across the Rocky mountains
to the Pacific coast. The country vii
n?w. and, excepting Hudson bay traders,
had never been explored by white men.
One winter, when miles from the near-
est habitation, Thibert and his partner,
Angus McCulloch, an old Scotchman, who
was over *f years old, were imprisoned by
a heavy fall of snow in the Rocky moun-
tains, which drove all the game far to the
south, and they were subjected to au h
suffering and hunger that they were com-
pelled to eat the dried hides and skins of
the furs that protected their bodies from
the cold. No pen can describe nor imag-
ination depict the hardships experienced
by these two hardy pioneers. And tha
object of it ail was to find gold. No hao-
pier man lives than Thibert. and whether
in misfortune or in luck, his joviai dis-
position undergoes no change. The cor-
rect a count of h;a trip acros? the conti-
nent is first told in these columns in his
own words:

"A few months after the Hudson Bay
Company had relinquished its title by
royal charter to Jurisdiction over the
Northwest Territory to the home govern-
ment in consideration of SII>U.OOO. though
the company wanted $300,000 and Eng-
land's reply was 'that you have kept the
country long enough in darkness and you
can either accept our offer or else ulti-
mately lose the territory and derive no
pecuniary benefits." I started out from
Minnesota as the representative of a new
trading company to ascertain the oppor-
tunities for the profitable establishment
of trading posts along the Mackenzie
river and Great Slave lake. We started on
April 20, 1869. and traveled 1 300 miles to
Winnipeg, and thence to Athabasca Lake
and wintered. The following spring
we worked slowly down the Great
Slave river to the lake of that
name, and put in the summer near
the headwaters of the Ma kenzie river arid
passed the winter at Fort Providence.
The outlook not being very favorable, my
partners decided to return to Winnipeg.
There I met Angus McCulloch, a hardy
old Scotch miner, who was experienced
and Inured to the hardships of frontier
life, and we decided to prospect the
Dsliard river and its tributaries for guld.
The stream empties into the Mackenzie
river 320 miles from Great Slave lake.
Though wo could only obtain one month's
provisions, we fitted out otherwise for a
three years' cruise. We had good guns
and plenty of ammunition, and relied on
killing game for food. A boat was built
and in a few weeks we reached Fort Simp-
son SO miles distant, and started up the
Dsliard river, the headwaters of which,
as was later ascertained, are only a few
hundred yards from those of the Stiekeen
river, emptying into the Pacific ocean.
By hard work, attended with a moderate
degree of success during the summer of
lsTl. we reached Hell's Gate, which is at
the base of the Rocky mountains on the
northeast side I cannot describe the wild
and rugged character of this body of
water, boiling, leaping and dashing from
boulder to bouldtr in its wild endeavors to

escape from the confines of a canyon of
rock. It is over six miles long and the
roar could be heard for miles. In places
the water was dashed against pillars of
iron capped lava with such force as to
form a cloud of vapor. It is without
doubt the wildest piece of scenery in all
North America. We were several days

in portaging these waters. Reaching

Fort H cirque wood, an old abandoned post,

from one of the old employes of the Hud-
son Bay Company we learned of a little
lake about twenty miles long and two or
three miles In breadth, some 700 or WO
miles distant, where gold prospectors were
said to do Rood. Many serious obstacles
were encountered, and we were late in
arriving there. Wint* r came on early and
the cold weather was unusually severe.
Before we And time to build winter quart-

ers and kill our winters' meat the game
had migrated to the south. A heavy snow
then covered the country for hundreds of
miles and the nearest habitation w is SOO
miles distant and only a blind trail over
the snow for a path. Our provisions
amounted to than twenty pounds and
we were soon reduced to the lowest
imaginable diet possible. Slowly, but
surely, as the winter passed we were be-
coming emaciated and living skeletons. In
February, the last morsel of grub was di-
vided and devoured. There was no alter-
native but to accept the situation as It
existed and meet death like pioneers. I
proposed to start out and attempt to cross
the desert of snow to Fort Harqu?wor>d.
My partner considered the question a mo-
ment or two and raid: 'No, it's no use;
it'll mean certain death, and besides, be-
fore I'd have It said that old Angus Mc-
Culloch would undertake such a foolish
undertaking and turn back. I'd put my feet
in that fire and bum them to a crisp.' He
was over 80 years old. and I was !n the
prime of life, and the outlo k could not
have been more gloomy. P :dlenly. a beam
of light lllumina'- 1 the tightly-drawn skin
over the brow of his fa e as he suggested:
"Say. Henry, we in est the skin* of these
furs.' The pot was y on and the water
boiling, and in af w rr:r it-« we were de-
vouring *? 'tip made from the kins of f-.irs
of wild animals. Th" f'.re v bnd. but It
served to k«vp body an-! -il tnK ,.;her. As
spring was break ; ng *'.» relaxing grasp
cf sinter, I broke a holewin the ice and
caught a few white fish. came
out and was unable to withstand the
temptation, and en«r*»rly grabbed up and
devoured the raw fi«h.

The Quadra left
here at the beginning of October with
Maj. Walsh, administrator of Yukon,
and party, and Minister Sifton. The ob-
je< t of Sifton's trip was to examine into
the various routes into the Yukon, and
ascertain which is the mist feasible.
Sifton trawl d over both trails, and says

that though both are in very bad condi-
tion at the present time, the Chilkoot is
undoubtedly the better of the two.

The weather was very bad, rain or
snow being experienced all the time, while
at the end of the pass there has been a
very heavy snowfall. Sifton aecompanid
Maj. Walsh a considerable distance on
his Journey across the lakes, and when
they parted company Maj. Walsh was
making good progress and would undoubt-
edly be able to reach Dawson City.

Regarding the reports of starvation at
Dawson City. Sifton stated that the latest

? advices received by him were to the ef-
fect that there would be enough provi-

sions to last till spring. On his arrival
there, however, Maj. Walsh win make a
re|K>rt on the situation and forward the
same to the Dominion government, who
will then be in a position to know whether
provisions will have to be sent In. On
the Journey down the Quadra stopped at
Wrang >l. and Sifton went up the Stlckeen
river some fifty miles, but as he did not
go any further he could not express an
opinion as to this route.

PORT TOWNSKND, NOV. I.?Schooner

Pilot returned here yesterday evening

from an unfortunate voyage to the> halibut
bar,ks of Southeastern Alaska, coming in

with her rrew of four men on short nations
on account cf adverse winds keeping her
out much longer than had been anticipated
or provided for.

She left Seattle eight week* ago yester-

day. with only three weeks provisions on
board, and headed through Dixon's en-
trance. When the provisions on board
were nearly exhausted Capt. Johnson put

in to Goschen island, where there is a
small fishing supply store, and purchased
sufficient food, as he thought, in addition
to the fish he had, to carry him home.

As the Pilot was coming out through the
entrance threo weeks ago she encountered
a terrible storm. the wind tossing the
schooner about like a chip. For twenty-

eight hours she was hove to under bare
poles, and it seemed doubtful whether she
would survive the storm. While the gale

wis on, a second schooner was sighted,

with the American flag flying as if in dis-
tress. but when the storm abated some-
what she again headed to the northwest-
ward. Th s was late at nisjht. NVxt day
at noon the same schooner was sighted in
about the same position. Shortly after
noon the storm broke out afresh, and both
the Pilot and her companion had a hard
time of it. The latter was in plain view
until midnight, when she suddenly disap-
peared. either going down or else mak.ng

a sudden spurt to the westward before the
wind.

Capt. Johnson could at no time discern
the name of the other schooner, on ac-

count of the hazy atmosphere, but he saw
there were several men on board, and It
may have been the schooner Janus, which
left here September 15, with a party of
twelve California men on board, bound
for the Copper river. The Janus is known
to have been in that vicinity about that
time, but Capt. Johnson says the schooner
he saw seemed to have a jigger, which
does not fit the description of the Janus.

On the trip down the coast the Pilot
again met adverse winds, and all the hali-
but on board, about 11,MO pounds, spoiled
and was thrown overboard nine days ago.
Since that time the men have been sub-
sisting on short rations of bread, with
scarcely any other food, and in two more
days they would have been without a bite
of food.
