"The victory of Tammany must be con-

sidered In connection with the great reac-
tion of public opinion against McKinley-
l*»m. Disappointment at the non-realiza-
tion of the promises of President Mckin-
ley's inaugural message had a decided in-
fluence on the voting. Hitherto New York,
however discreditably its municipal af-
fairs have been managed, has generally-
thrown Its weight In rational polities on
the side of honest money and freedom of
trade, but it !«» not unlikely that Croker
will now go in badly for alliance with
Populism, silverlsm and all the other
form* of socialist subversive doctrine,
which nr« reopening rapidly.

"The Rep Mlcan cause has met with an
ominous disaster tn every quarter. It was
permfessible to hope a yar ago that Bry-
ar.'sm was not only defeated, but also
disabled. Unfortunately. It is impossible
to fepl this same confidence now. It can
hardly be doubted that Bryanism will raise
It* head again. under Us last champion or
under .ano'her. Before the next presiden-
tial election there will be no lack of ma-
terial for agitation, as the Bryanltes pro-
fess to t fre. traders and are dissatisfied
equally with the fiscal md financial pol-
ler of the i resent administration.

"The outlook Is not very cheering, either
for th - United States or for those bavin*
b.wir.e#s or political dealings with that
country."

SKAGUAY, Alaska. Oct. ST.?This lec-

tion of Aki-ka has been enjoying Ind.an
cummer weather since the cold snap, the

first week in October, when about two

inches of saow fell at this place, several
feet on the summit of the Skaguay trail,

and a slightly lesser depth at the lakes.
It disappeared rapidly, however, and since
that time the weather, both here and in the
interior, has been very mild, with no frost
and little rain. The mercury at Lake Ben-
nett fell beSow the freezing point for sev-
eral days about October 1, and i ?? formed
along the margin of the lakes of the in-
terior, but since that time S degrees above
has been the coldest w> aiher recorded. The
l.ikes of the summit district are complete-

ly frozets. but not yet solid enougii to per-
mit traveling over them.

The trail between Skaguay and Lak*
Bennett is comparatively clear, although

some packing is still b"!ng done. There
are about 3C*> cabins at Lake Bennett, each
containing from two to nine outfits.
Many people are coming out from the
lakes to spend the winter elsewhere, hav-
ing left their provisions in charge of some
one else until next spring.

On Saturday last some few boats w*re

still getting away, but it is not likely that
after this date the voyagers will succeed
in getting further down than Lake Ta*ish.
The boat builders have practically ceased
work and the saw mill has shut down for
this season.

At LLnderman there are about sev-
enty-five tents and cabins, and people are
etili rowking their way over the Cbilkoot
pass. The weather on that trail has been
fairly good. There have b»t.n few snow
storms, but on the summit it has been
extremely eold. Several narrow escapes
from death by freezing have been report-

ed. among them being a physician from
Kansas City, Mo., whose name the Post-
Intelligenc< r correspondent has been un-
able to learn. On Friday last he crawled
into a cache, being benumbed. There he
was, by the merest accident, found by a
number of white packers. He was in a
state of coma when discovered, and it was
only by the mr-st vigorous efforts that his
life was saved.

LITTLE ROCK. Ark.. Nov. 3 ?The fol-
lowing telegram was received here today
from Lincoln. Neb., by Senator James K.
Jones, chairman of the Democratiu na-
tional committee:

??Nebraska increases her majority for sil-
ver. Returns from other states vindicate
the Chicago platform. I rejoice with you
over the outlook. "WM. J. BRYAN."

Mr. Jones said today:
"I regard the result of the elections as

particularly favorable to the Democratic
party and very gratifying to Democrats
everywhere. It is all they could aak, and
more than many of us expected."

LINCOLN, Neb., Nov. S.-Mr. Bryan to-
day gave the following statement to the
Associated Press:

"The returns are so incomplete that It is
almost impossible to discuss yesterday's
elections in detail. In view of the losses
sustained by the Republicans in almost
every state, It would seem that Republican
policies are not beins indorsed at the polls.
The sentiment in favor of the Chicago
platform shows a healthy growth through-
out the country.

"Perhaps our opponents will now admit
that silver is not dead. The attempt to
secure international hl-metaillsm has ueen
proven a failure and it is now more ap-
parent that the people of the United States
must legislate for themselves on financial
questions, free and unlimited coinage at
16 to 1 is nearer now than it was a year

ago. Hitch tariff upon a gold basis has dis-
appointed those Republicans who looked
to it for relief.

"Taken as a whole, the returns are very
encouraging. 1 think I voice the senti-
ments of Democrats, People's party ad-
herents and silver Republicans when 1 say
the fight will be continued with even mur»

earnestness until the gold tnonopniy is
broken and money trusts are overthrown."

The Canadian government is havinp eigh-
ty tons of provision, etc.. packed over the
Chilkoot trail for the use of the Canadian
police and officials in the interior. Slow
progress is being made, however, as it is
almost Impossible to secure packers, either
Indian or white, at this season of the year.
The white men now making their way over
the Chilkoot pass are doing their own
parking, and the Indians lifcve practically
abandoned the business until winter has
thoroughly set in and the snow has be-
come hard enough to permit traveling
with comparative safety. With the num-
ber of inexperienced men on the trail, and
blinding snow storms likely to set in at
any moment, it is feared that many fatali-
ties will yet occur.

Work on the new wire tramway over
Chilkoot summit is under way, and Archie
Burnes, who operated a cable on a part of
the trail last season, is repairing and ex-
tending his line.

Itoiro Mnke Gooil Time.
J. W. Sutton, an old Hudson Bay trader,

arrived here a few days ago with an out-

fit consisting of eighty-three dogs, sleds,
etc., and thirty tons of provisions. Mr.
Sutton proposes to transport his outfit
to the lakes, his dogs furnishing the mo-
tive power, and thence down to th& Klon-
dike district.

Mr. Sutton is a man of strong physique,
and his years of experience in the North-
west territories of Canada stand him in
Kood stead for the journey he proposes to
make. Mr. Sutton left the Klondike
country, where, with his partners, he is
interested in some rich claims, last March,
and with six dogs made the overfand trip
via Edmonton, arriving at that place
forty-three days after leaving the Klon-
dike. Mr. Sutton had with him SIIO,OOO In
gold dust. On many days his dogs trav-

eled between fifty and sixty miles, and at
the end of their Journey they were in
good condition.

Mr. Suttoti is taking in the provisions
for the use of his partners whom he left
at the mines. He does not believe that
there will be a sufficient supply of food
In Dawson City this winter, and he means
to get his outfit through as quickly as
possible.

The Thorpe Cuttle.
The Thorpe cattle have been taken to

Skaguay. and Waechter & Steuber, Who
came back from the Dalton trail with
them, have sent out a pack train of
twenty-seven horses over the Skaguay
trail, loaded with feed for the cattle. This
will be left at various places along the
trail, and the bunch of cattle, 134 in num-
ber. will be started toward Lake Bennett
In a few days. Waechter & Steuber also
have 110 live turkeys which they Intend
to sell to the Dawson City people for their
Thanksgiving dinners. The fowls will
