ti nr. except that Mr lamb's friends say
that he favors taking the school out of

politics, and the adoption of the free text
book proposition. Mr. Fowden. in a
statement published In the Post-Intelli-
ger >-r Mst Sunday, said that he fivored
economy an! 'he b? ? administration of

the city schools possible.

No little bitterness has been manifested

bv the supporters of Mr. Lamb. Charges

have been made bypeoplerepresenting him

that the teachers ar:d other employes of

the district have raised a corruption fund

to procure the election of Mr. Bcwden. This
statement, contained in a circular printed

and widely distributed yesterday, has been
emphatically denied by Mr. Bowden and

the teachers.
A singular fact connected with the sub-

mission of the free text book question
cropped out yesterday. It is said that the
board of school directors have not au-

thority to print tickets or ballots by which

the people can express their will in the
matter. The ballots of the two candi-

dates. however, will contain the question,

framed according to the law. County At-
torney MeElroy advised the board that.

under the law, no provision had been made

for printing tickets containing tile names
of candidates for director, nor for the sub-

mission of the free text book question. In

the section providing for the submission
of the matter, no provision is made for the
printing of the ballot.

insinuation, against Superintendent Bar-
nard und the corps of teachers.

Male incut From Bondea.
Kimund Bowden was shown a copy of

the circular. He said:
"1 have that circular, and to cer-

tain of the statements m<ide therein I will
make reply.

"It having been brought to my attention
that certain of my business and pere«onal
friends were using m> name a.- a possible
candidate few school director, 1 consulted
with a number of these gentlemen, taxpay-
ers, citizens and friends of the r*choois. as

to whether a considerable number of tnem
desired me to run. They assured me that
they did. and I subsequently announced
that 1 had become a candidate. I did not
then de en it necessary to have a petition
circulated nor do I think so now.

"As to the statements made in the circu-
lar regarding myself, 1 am not aware of
the existence of any ring. The stalem nt
that I am the ring candidate was made for
political effect. It is also alleged that I
believe that the superintendent, teachers
and Janitors should run the election. This
statement, in plain English, i-* a barefaced
Ha and the cheap trick of a petty poli-
tician.

"The Signers of the circular say what is
utterly untrue when they state, or
the Inference, that I have distributed free
beer, free risers or free street car tick.-ts
to influence the voters. I also deny hat
anyone has don«* m with my authority.
I have not expended one dollar, directly or
indirectly, in this election, nor do I intend
doing so. Charges of this kind made
against me are absolutely and unqualified-
ly false and are on a par with the other
matter* In tr.~ circular which has refer-
ence <o myself. As far as I know*. n<>
money is bein-r epent in this election, and
certainly I am spendig none.

"I have lived in Seattle nearly ten years.
During part of that time, when the ren-
dition® of business would permit, I hav*
engaged in the real estate and loan busi-
ness never having been to believe
there w n anything that * i* rot -'rietly
honorable in that calling. in the building
impetus given Sea-tie after the great fire.
