NEW YORK. Nov. S.?ln its review of
the sto< k market, Bradstreet's tomorrow
will say:

At the beginning of the week an idea
prevailed in Wall street that a more ac-

tive and better market would develop aft-
er the election. On last Monday there was

some purchasing of Mocks by the bear
traders, though it seemed that profession-
als on the long side evened up contracts.
The market on Wednesday was weak and
d pre*sed on the election results in some
of the states, which. It is argued, indicate
a revival of the free-silver sentiment. On
Friday the market had a sharp decline,
causal by unfavorable advices from Mad-
rid aonut the Spanish government's atti-
tude toward the United State* in relation
to Cuba, and the resolution of the Cham-
ber of Commerce calling for better forti-
fications at New York. Considerable liqui-
dation marked the decline.

London, however, was not a seller of
stocks here, and even purchased to some
extent on the decline®, presumably for the
purpo.-e of covering short. The public
here has been absent from the market, and
disappointment with the turn of events
has induced more or less scattered liqui-
dation of long holdings. The bulk of the
selling which accompanied the declines
was. however, for short account. The
bear pressure comes mainly from the
smaller traders, who have taken small
profits whenever they presented them-
selves, covering on limited declines, and
thus projecting a number of temporary

rallies and giving the market up to Fri-
day's depression, a very irregular appear-
ance.
